Dear “F.C.U.,ites Abroad":

All of you were very much in our thoughts during the
Christmas season, and needless to say we missed you. I think each of you
will be interested in hearing about our doings here, so I am turning out
this "mass production” letter and at the same time asking your forgiveness.

We had a very Merry Christmas and Happy New Year season on
the campus in general. As usual, the Hwa Nan-F.C.U. Christmas Carol Candle
Light Concert, with 50 or more voices, was one of the high lights of the pre-
Christmas season. I attended it at both places. Another high light in that
week was the girls' Christmas party, which was different from any previous
parties there - social room of the women's dormitory. The Dormitory Council
decided that each girl could invite one gentlemen. Some of the girls were too
shy to invite a single man student for fear of gossip about a romance, etc.,
(I wish there were a few romances around)) but they got around that by a
group of girls sending invitations to a group of the men students, and safer
yet, some invited faculty membersd However, some of the faculty members there
were among the bachelor group. I was invited by the Dormitory Council. There
were about 96 present. They served a buffet supper in the social room, part
Chinese and part foreign food. Then we had games, Santa Claus, etc. Every-
thing was very well planned, and the room as well as the entrance to the
building was beautifully decorated. From where the last cement step is on the
path leading to the dormitory they had bamboo arches all the way to the
dormitory entrance, and in the center of each arch was a lighted Chinese
lantern. I had the feeling that I was going to a wedding, and others expressed
the same feelinge I think every one present, boys and girls and faculty,
laid aside the uniform for once, and everybody looked so nice; such an array
of colors the girls furnished. I enjoyed seeing everybody all dressed up.

You remember, Jen Mei, that I am always partial to the handsome men students!!

The Student Christian Association put on a good community
program on Christmas Zve night, which took in the kindergarten children, the
workmen, etc. The S.C.A. is very active this year in carrying on worthwhile
activities with the workmen. They have a well organized méght school, and
about ten students give freely of their time to it. The students gave a very
fine pageant of the Christmas story, directed by liss Thomas; costumes, lights,
and song all blended in so well that the total effect was very good indeed.

It was the best program of the kind that we have had for a number of years.

Members of the choir and others, about 30, were out
caroling early in the morning in spite of the rain. As usual they hailed
their arrival by the sound of firecrackers, and each one carried a lighted
Chinese lantern. It all looked and sounded very pretty as they were trailing
over the hills from house to house in the dark. Miss Li invited them all to
the dormitory for sandwiches and cocoa before they started out, and I think
they ended up there to finish up what was left.

My personal Christmas was very delightful, I had a
Christmas morning breakfast for the "bachelors™ and su-gus¥ Messrs. Beach,
Henry Chen, Farley, Kellogg, John Voskuil, Miss Thomas, Miss Li, and myself.
We had a waffle-sausage-honey-coffee breakfast,(honey contributed by Mr. Kelloggd,
and plenty of fun along with it, All of us were in some family for Christmas
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dinner. I was with the Suttons. I had a Christmas tree with all the
fixings and Santa Claus was very generous to mes The Customs officials
were very lenient about duty this year. I did not have to pay anything;
very few people dide It is the first time I ever got such a break.

Instead of having a Christmas party when thepe.wer eus o.mgny
things going on, the faculty had a New Year's Lve party at the President's
house, planned by the Faculty Social Affairs Committes (Y0, Lin, Francis
Chen, Cheng Tso Hsin, Chin Yun Min, and myself). We all had dinner together,
57. Yun Min and Tso Hsin were responsible for that part of it (six Chinese
tables), and Y.C, Lin, Francis, and I were responsible for the entertainment.
Willard showed some of his movies, new and old, which amused every one. This
was followed by general hilarity over various stunts, etc. Yang Hsin Pao
was dressed as Father Time and got the idea across in a fine wvayo Y. Co.
made a big white clock face with black movable hands which some one kept
going all evening to the amusement of all, The Ladies Club ladies made
colored paper hats of various, divers, and sundry shapes and styles; we put
one in each seat at the table and had some kind of noise maker at each place
together with place-cards ma ¥ the Hui Gie artist with designs appropriate
for the season, so from th start there were no dull moments. Every-
one entered into the spgytﬁ¢bf thedzcasion wholeheartedly. Perhaps the
biggest hits of the evenifig weres (1) a song by Teddy, Hsin Pao, Malcolm,
Stowe, and Sutton. The words had referpnce-to the New Year Resolutions
of various faculty members, éfkteonVI Believe, sung to the tune of
"Rigea=Jig-jig", which was preaaded by~ flowery introduction given by Malcolm;
and (2) a two-act tragedy - "Bon't be too Particular” = by Miss Thomas, Miss
Li, and myself. The first act showed us as fair young maids, as fair as
fair could be, turning up our noses at the best of men, and the second act
as old-maids, one deaf, one blind, and one lame ready to take anybody. The
program ended with a solo by Mrs. Francis Chen, "Ring Out Wild Bells", and a
good time was had by all, The Overholts and McClures were down for this,

Now everybody is thinking about the end of the school term,
This is the last day of the three-day rest period preceding final examinations
which begin tomorrow. The winter vacation begins on January 20, and
registration for t he spring semester takes place February 15 - 17. 0Of
course, our offices go on forever, wacation or no vacation we just know
know that the other people are having one!

We had such fine weather up until just before Christmas.
We have not had so much rain as yet, but the days have been dark and cloudy
and drizzly - anything but cheerful.

Francis Chen and Lin Le Chuan are in Nanking attending a
rural church conference called by the Nanking Theological Seminary, C. J,
was planning to go, but those dates coincided with the dates We-were expecting
Dr. Elisseeff of the Harvard-Yenching Institute, and C.J. has to be here when
he arrivess He was due to arrive in Shanghai by the Hoover on January 11, but
up to now we have heard nothing. He was planning to come to Foochow as soon
as he could get a boat. )

Cheng Ching Tuan left for Nanking a few days ago, but for a
different kind of conference - hig own wedding on the 24th of January., I
do not know who the girl is. I think he met her through a Yenching class-
mate, so probably she is not a Fukien girle I think any other news which I
might write you have already received through the Bulletin.

I have your letter of November 25, which clears up
the lontgomery Ward item of $1.06. If they seem to feel that
$1.06 is too small a sum to bother about, which is more than $3.00
for us, what do they think we feel about their collecting 3{ and 5{?:

I am enclosing herewith our December stateuent together
with reconcilement sheet. You will note that there are three items
which concern you in case entries for same have not already b een made
on your books. I do not believe you had made any entries for gain
in exchange this year up to the time of your Jovember statement. Mr,
icClure's letter enclosed explains the third item shown on this
reconcilement sheet which has to do with adjustment of the field
surplus for 1935/36, that is, that the amount of the surplus should
be $7,004.18 instead of +8,131.20, leaving a difference of LC$1,127,02
to be adjusted on your booksl I hope all of this is clear, or will
be after you make another study of it.

Re foreign students, I think F.C.U. would be interested
in having some. Ve put ourselves on record with the lational Y.lM.C.A.
about a year ago as being willing to have exchange students, but
nothing active has been done about it since on either side. The "Y"
was making inquiry as to what colleges were interested so thut they
would know to what colleges they could direct such students. I think
John Voskuil is doing very well here. Of course, he has the advantage
of being born in China and of knowing the amoy dialect. He is fortunate
in having a course in Physics and one in Mathamatics under an Instructor
from Amoy. Of course, the Instructor teaches in Mandrin, but John can
cohverse with him in Amoy dialect later for points he fails to get in
classe I think all of his courses except two are under Chinese teachers.
:le takes an active part in student 1life on the campus, and I think the
students are rather pleased to have him here.

Ve have had very fine reports from each of the students

at Allegheny College and Dickinson, respectively, as well as from the
Presidents of the colleges concerned. They are at those colleges on

the basis of exchangs students, only that it is a. one-sided exchange
since we have no students from there. Has Mr. Tan Jen Mei, who is at
Drew, been to the office there, or do you know him only through
correspondences He was terribly homesick at first. In the last letters
he seemed to be better satisfied. The other boys made no mention of
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being homesicke Part of Jen Mei's trouble is that he was rather
disappointed in that he cannot get what he wants most ‘at Drews he

is particularly interested in Zducation, and he is being steeped

in theology. He is interested in the theology courses, but he can't
afford financially to do both. Lin Kung Hsiang is at Allegheny and
Cheng Tien Hsi is at Dickinson. Chen Shih Chieh is also at Allegheny,
but he is not our exchange student there. He made application and we
did not accept him, as we wanted a more mature man to represent F.C,U,

All of these boys went to America last summer, and they are all nice
fellows.

I am enclosing a copy of my letter to the F.C.U. people
in America telling about the activities on the campus during the
Christmas season. If you think Mrs. Macmillan would be interested in
this you might pass it on to her after you have perused it,

Dr. Z1isseeff of the Harvard-Yenching Institute was due
to arrive in Shanghai on January 11 by the "President Hoover" the last
we heard from him, but according to all strike news the Hoover hag been
tied up in dock for sometime. It is strange that he has not notified
us in the change of sailing date, etc., since he said that he was coming
to Foochow first.

I should say that this seamen's strike is costing America
a pretty penny, as well as the motor strikes. To have every Dollar
Line boat tied up cripples trade with the Orient considerably., First
class mail has come through more promptly than we feared, although
some has been delayed. With the exception of four or five letters,all
of my Christmas mail came through in about a month's time or a little
more. ‘hen everything is running smoothly we always allow a month, but
quite often it comes through in a little less timee There has been
more delay in freight shipments than anything else, I believe.

China expended considerable energy in rejoicing over
Chiang Kai Shek's release by the Sian clique, especially among the
students and young people in general. He has become quite popular
throughout China with both young and old. There is a minority whose
affection he has 1.0t won because he has delayed in fighting Japan.
If the group who mutined at Sian lived up to the agreement effected
at the time of Chiang's release, he would have all of the militarists
on his side, but unfortunately that group has not kept their promise.
Just what the outcome will be remains to be seen. Fukien has been very
peaceful for the last year in spite of rumors and rumblings in other
parts of China,

So we suggested to him that
he stey in Shanghai for that meeting and thus meet all of the
Christian Colleges' presidents and others from the six union
colleges which receivs funds from the Harvard-Yenching Institute,
and then come with Mr. Lin to Foochow. Mrs. Elisseeff is with
hime They are hoping to leave Shanghai before transportation is
tisd up in connsction with the China New Year seasone. China New
Year is February 11, but activity is considerably naralyzed some-
time befors that. All the boats tie up in whatever port they
happen to be a few days previously so as to not ba on the high
seas on that day. The governmant cannot do away with celebrating
China New Year by issuing proclemations to that effect. Supposedly
averybody is expected to celebrate the foreign New Year, January 1,
but it does not work out that way. Probably only the government
offices are open on China llew Year.days Our winter vacation still
revolves around China New Year. If it should end just before the
day arrives we would have no studeats to register at the appointed
time, so we make a point of placing registration dates a { ew days
after llew Yesar's day. For this reascn, we have only one day at
Christmas time. ' |

I am taking this occasion to acknowledge your letter of
January 19th, enclosing reconcilement sheet for December.

WNe are glad that the Montgomery Hard account is now adjusted.

We have not clegred, the LC#1,127.02, as this involves the
$300. which has not béen ac®dd upod \by the Board of Trustees. This was
discussed briefly at the last meeting of the Fxecutive Committee, but it
was felt undesirable for any action to be taken as so few were present.
We will let you know as soon as eome conclusion is reachad.

We are greatly interested in what you say regarding exchunge
students. We sincerely hope thut it will work out satisfastorily, but te
be honest with you, we have always, in making such wishss, had our fingers
crossed - largely from personal experiences of that nature which turned out
very dieastrously. It is quite possible, however, that in this changing
world new aspects of personal relationships are developed, which will make
thess exchangee possible. It would be a travesty upon our Christian rela-
tions and spirit if this were not so. As a consequence, with lesc and less
reservation, wo are hoping and praying that the exchange student. 1do- will
be succesaful.

We have met Mr. T. J, Mel personally several times. He has been
in the office to purchase books through our faecilitiss. I believe hs 18
getting adjusted satisfactorily, although I have not seen anything of him
since around Christmas time. In 80 far as we have heen able to judge, those
students you have sent to America have been very fine characters, and we
wish to congratulate you upon your sélection.

Your letter regurding the activities on the campus during Christ-
mas has been passed on to the promotional department. You may rest u'u-d
that information of this kind is always greatly appreciated.

The seamen's strike is u thing of the past, and we are now in an
orgy of sit down strikes. I havs not analysed these situations to know what
I would do in case my secraetary sterted out on a siédilar strike — probably
because I cannot imagine her in that role. Neverthelsss, I presume we
should be prepared for emergencies and have some convictions in case occasiom
arose.

You are certainly to be congrasulatedaon the continued peaceful
situation at Fukien. Of course many times the gqttitude of the leaders of

an institution has a great deal to do with such situations, and I am more
than qonvinced that leadership at Pukien ia among the best we have in the
. Orient, With the fine Christian epirit which has been evidenced, we are

We note the gift of 325.00 from iies Marion E. Stark,
which has been entered on our books. We have also entered the gifre
from the Pasadena Church. We feel quite confident that the Church
is now working along proper channels as the Methodist Board is now
sending us remittances received from that scurce.

You are to be congratuluted on the standing you are
maintdining at Fukién in the enrollment. This is something rather
resarkable in thut it extends to the other universities, whereas
everybody thought that there would be a falling off in attendance.
There must be some encouragement in ths changed attitude: of the
Japaness Government.

We have letters of April 2 and 12 from your office
together with the Monthly Statment for March and the check
for $2,631.59 covering the third quarterly payment of the Harvard-
Yenching Institute.

errory that is, we did want the third payment sent to the field,
so we shall keep it and not return it. We still want you to

. keep the fourth one there, however. If we do not use all of it
" we can draw what is left of it before the end of the fiscal year.

I am enclosing herewith our monthly statement for
April together with reconciliation sheet. There are a few items
, of exchange which concern your records.

The British community in Foochow are having various
programs today and tomorrow in recognition of the Coronation
festivities in England. Among the activities are a church service,
sports, "At Home", a ball, etc. I want to go to the ball, but -
Oh, for a man! All of the radios on the campus will probably have
full audiences tonight. There are only three or four good ones.

Mr. and Mrs. Brewster Bingham have been on the campus
for the last six weeks or more. Mrs. Bingham is the eldest of
Prof. F. P, Beach's three daughters. She is an accomplished
musician and a very fine young lady in general, as Mr. Bingham
is a young man. He is the son of the former Senator from Connecticut,
Hiram Binghame They are self-supporting, but from choice they are
under the American Board. They are especially interested in doing
work with the young people in both government and mission séhools.
They are living with Mr., Beach for the time beinge. I do not know
what their plan is after the summer season at Kuliang. I don't
believe they have quite made up their minds yet as to where they
want to live, here on our campus or in Foochow. President Lin
extended to them the invitation to live here when he met them
in America. They came out in the fall of 1935 and have been at

Peiping studying Mandrin until they came to Foochow recently. The
invitation for them to live here is still goode They would be free,
of course, to carry on their progam with students in Foochow as well
as among our own students here. Mrs. Bingham is already helping Mrs.
Scott with the music here. They will be a distinct asset to an: group
to which they attach themselves, as well as to mission work in Foochow
in general.

The end of the spring term is approaching. Commencement
comes on June 22, which means only about one more month of real work
before final examinations begin. We have 25 in the graduating class,
and five or six more who are completing our three-year premedical
courses X1l of the premedicals hope to go on to medical college in
the fall, some to P,U.M.C., some to West China, and to Cheeloo.

We have not heard anything directly from Prof. and Mrs.
Elisseeff since soon after they got back to Shanghai in March. We
heard indirectly that they were there quite a long time on account of
his health. They must be in Nanking or West China now. A letter from
Yenching this morning speaks of their coming there, which means they
have not yet been. I think we made a fairly good impression on himg
hope so anyway.

Baker & Taylor, the largest wholesale deuler of books in New York City,
where the order is assembled and sent out under ome cover , or at a wini-
mum cost, at the same time giving us a trade discount. A pumber of years
ago we checked the procedure very carefully and found out that it is much
more advantageous, both in cost and in convenience, to handle the single
book orders in thiks manner.

Your letter of May 22nd by "China Cli;per® arrived this morning,
June 7th. This afternocon several other letters came through the regular aail,
and befors the day is over I will receive same. I will append herewith ‘the
dates when mailed, and you can then compare the difference.

‘First of all, I will answer the questions in your letter of
day 22nd, allowing the other questions to be answered next week.

You have not received any word from the Methodist Board regard-
ing the order from the Dixie Canner Company, as we had arrangements made with
the Methodist Board to make shipment with another consigneent going to Foochow,
They have always requested us to keep materisl on hand in our office until
time for shipment has arrived, as they have very limited space in their stock-
roome In this cass, however, they went ahead :ith the shipment without noti-
fying us when it was going out. 8ince that time we have been waiting for another
lot of freight to be gathered together. 4s it is urgent that this material get
through to you, we are, at your suggestion, sending same by parcel post.

I am sorry that I did not take time bafore, as I have done today,
to investigate the cost of mailing. I find that after casing for freight ship-
msnt, together with proportionate amount of freight charges :nd insurance, the
cost will be equal to, if not more than, shipping by parcel post. I have,
therefore, authorised the Board to send them imaediately.

The list of donors since July 1, 1956 is attached herewith.

Regarding the number of copies we will need of material issued
on the field, that is a question we will have to settle with the promotional
department, and I will take that up with Mr. Hedrick in the morning.

We have your two letters of April 26 and the check
enclosed for $115.00 from the First Church of Pasadena.

Did your office receive in June or July, 1936, a check
for $25,00 from O, G. Starrett of the Central M.E. Church, Detroit,
dichigan? In a letter of July 3, 1936, from Mr. Starrett he said
the Church had sent in a check for that amount as the first payment
for a scholarship to FeC,U., It is the income from a special fund
held by their church and the church has voted to make annual payments
to us to be used as scholarships on the fieid. He said the annual
income should be about $50.00, and he hoped the Chinese Sunday
School there could add $50.00 to it each year, making a total of
$100,00. So I wonder if they have sent in $50.00 or $100,00 this
yeare. Probably in transmitting the payment to your office he did
not specify that it was for special scholarships on the field. Ve
have written him about it recently, just to remind him in case the
matter had been overlooked this year. We did not, however, mention
the fact that we had not received the $25.00 he said he sent in to
your office last year. President Lin met the Starretts in Hartford.
They were formerly missionaries in West China, and for the last
two years they have been connected with the above mentioned church
in connection with the Chinese Sunday School, etc.

The university camot pay for it out
of its current budget. We are asking if the Trustees can help him to the
amount of a few hundred dollars over and above their contribution to our

current budgety say $300 - $400. There may be a possibility of the
Harvard-Yenching Institute helping him in this mtter, in which case
we would not ask the Trustees to do anything. Dr. Zlisseeff was very
much interested in what Prof. Farley is trying to do here, and he said

Ugar Lr. Zvans:

I sent you an Air lail letter under date of July
9 telling you about Farley's and Sutton's furlough salary and
allowances, plans, etce I forgot to mention in that letter
about Dean T,H.Z. Chen. ‘e are not responsible for any of his
expenses in America. We have paid him in advance the six
months' salary (LC$1200) due him according to our regulations
governing sabbatical leave for Chinese professors; that is half
pay spread over the period of one year or full pay for six months.
Ve paid it to him in advance to help him with his traveling
expenses. Of course, he is entitled to the gift we secured
for him from the Hon. Davenport. I do not know whether that
is to go through your office, to Teddy direct, or just how.
Anyhow, if it comes through your office you will know what it
is all about.

We have given the first entrance examinations here
at FoC.Us Out of T4 who took the Ixams we accepted 54, including
17 girls. (Seven girls from ‘lwa Nan mind you!). South Fukien
reports a total of 36 students who took the Ixams given in
different places, five of whom are girls. Exams are yet to be
given in Swatow, Canton, Hongkang, and Shanghai, and here at
F.C,U. again the first of September. The Admissions Committee
has not yet passed on the 36 from South Fukien, so it remains
to be seen how many will be accepted. /e are planning on about
60 girls, new and old, this fall. To provide for sufficient
accomnodations we are building up the porches on the two ends
of the women's dormitory. The indications are that we shall have
a larger freshmen class in general this year than last. Of course
many who take the Ixams and are accepted never show up for
registration. OSome students take Zxams from as many as four or
five institutions, and then choose according to political conditions,
the family exchequer,, 2tc., as to where they will finally go.

I am enclosing a few snapshots of student life and
general scenes on ths campus.

‘e are quite puzzled down here to really know what
the fighting in the North is all about. It is the same old story;
Japan says “hina started it and China says Japan started it. I
am inclined to agree with the latter view.

Dr. L. Cs Goodrich expects visit Fukien the last of
this month, coming here from Canton and Hongkonge It is a hot
time to be here.

It has been held up due to illness among our office staff,
which you can blame on the weather. ‘e have just finished a ten-day
siege of typhoon winds and rain, so the sun is thrice welcome today
however hot.

The Harvard-Yenching report will be ready to send to you,
Dr. flisseeff, and Dr. Porter in Peiping the first of next weeky the
Japanese permittings

Wy shall also be ready to send you our annual report
comments on closing, etc., in a short time. Ve have just received your
June statement, but have not yet had time to work out our reconcilement
for that month.

Dr. L. C. Goodrich was here from the evening of July 25
until noon of the 29th. Unfortunately, President Lin was still in
Shanghai, but left there before Dr. Goodrich's boat from here got in,
so they missed each other completely. I think, however, Dr. Goodrich
cot out of his visit here what he wanted most. The Chairman of our
Committee on Chinese Studies and the Librarian were here to see that
he saw all the things pertaining to Chinese studies on our campus as
well as places-he wanted to see in Foochow. They went with him around,
and I looked after his gastronomic needs. I had a tea for him to meet
all of the faculty members who were on the campus at that time., Of
things here at the university he was particularly interested in our
Chinese library and lir. Farley's collection. e enjoyed his visit very
rmucng a most pleasant and interesting man.

President Lin was trying to do some library cempaign work
in Shanghail and Nanking, and was making some progress until the Sino-
Japanese relations became so strainede 3o far, Fukien Province has
not been disturbed, but as usual rumors have been rife. These few
days war clouds have been gatharing around Shanghai. DIvery one is
waiting and wetching to see what the Nanking Government is going to do.
at least, the government has made it plain that it will not hand out
anything more to Japah on a silver plattery Japan will have to fight
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for what she gets nowe The general populace, and especially the young
blood, seem to favor the Central Government launching a wholesale
offensive against the Japanese army, but naturally, and wisely, Nanking
will have to think twice before taking such a rash step. She, as well
as the world, knows that she is not prepared. It is sickening to have
to just stand by and watch the wanton waste in the wake of the Japanese
army in the North, particularly in Tientsin.

Urs. Kellogg, accompanied by three ladies from Los
Angoles, arrived on July 18, and is leaving tomorrow for the return
trip. They were very much disappointed in not being able to get to
Peiping. They got as far as Tientsin and had to turn back.

It is difficult at this time to know how the present
situation in China will affect our fall enrollment. If the conditions
should remain more or less as at present,”localized" in the llorth and
relatively quiet in Fukien, it would seem that we might have a
substantial increase, but no one knows what will break and when and
where. ‘e are going ahead with plans for the opening of school as though
everything were calm and serene. If we began to draw in our horns every
time there is any trouble on the horizon we would soon dwindle dovm to
nothinge

I am enclosing a copy of President Lin's air mail
letter of August 6 to Jr. Garside, just in case the original should not
make a safe flighte 9e also sent an air mail letter to Dr. Weindling
under date of august 6. Agri€ulture is still too new a field in China
to find well trained men. The few that exist all want to be in the
limelight in the larger centers. e are, however, on the trail of several

well trained Chinese men, hoping to get at least one og two or them in
addition to Dr. Weindling. The Fukien Government aid we are receiving
calls for first class men.

of Hongkonge I do not know whether boat service between Amoy

and Hongkong has been affected or not. ilo one knows what is going
to happen where next. If all the rumors were true one would be
Justified in believing that Foochow is in for an attack in the not
distant future. The Japanecse zre getting their nationals out of
Foochow, and the Chinese in general consider that as & cue to some-
thing happening here. 4lso three Japanese aeroplancs flew over
Foochow on Auzust 15 and kept on up the river about 200 miles where
it dropped several bombs in the vicinity of Yenping. Many Chinese
people are moving out of the city hoping to be out of the way of
air attacks in case things do break here. Present conditions in
Shanghai have a tendency to meke the atmosphere tense everywhereg
one lives for the next newspaper or the next report over the radiol

r's letter of September 13, 1937,

"Nothing has happened in Foochow as yet, but rumors breed freely!
About two weeks ago we hed several visitations of aeroplanes flying very
high, but have heard none since then. Of course, Amoy is Retting close by,
only 160-200 miles down the coast. There have been two attacks at Amoy.
The Fukien Government has stopped up the entrance to the Min River by sinking
boats loaded with rocks. It is stopped up sufficiently to keep Japanese
warships out, but British boats coming in from Hongkong can load and unload
by means of small boats coming in and taking cargo and passengers across the
place that is stopped up, so we are not completely cut off as yet. No boats
are coming in now except British boats. We may have to give up some of the
luxuries of life, such as sugar, coal, oil, which in turn affects lights,
water supply, transportation, etc. We shall probably have to give up all of
the imported foreign foodstuffs eventually, but we can live off the land if
it is necessary.

"It is difficult for us here to understand the so-called "American
Policy". The Consul here has received orders to close up the consulate and
get out, and of course he has no other recourse than to order us to evacuate.
Both the American Board Mission and the Methodist Mission decided that
Mothers with children should go as soon as any arrangement could be made for
them to go. The governument keeps sending orders but it does nothing about
providing any means for anybody to go anywhere. The American Board Mission
made a second and a third list, the third being those who would have to stay
to the very last, like Mr. McClure for instance. I have no migsion to con-
sult, or to mind, so I put myself on record as coming in the same category
as the third 1list of the American Board Mission. It mekes all of us who have
definite obligations and responsibilities feel like two cents to even talk
about evacuating. Suppose all of us foreigners here at the university picked
up and left, I think the school would have to close.  In a time like this it
is more difficult than ever to secure teachers on short notice. All of the
talk of the consulate closing and the Americans leaving caused guite a little
excitement among the Chinese in Foochow. They felt very strongly that con-
ditions here did not warrant such drastic action on the part of the American
Government. The last notice from the Consul, dated September 10, reads as
follows: "In accordance with my instructions, the purport of which was in-
formally conveyed to you upon their receipt, I have now to give you a final
and most emphatic warning to remove without delay from the Foochow Consular
District, and to inform you that when I have done everything reasonably pos-
sible to effect and facilitate your withdrawal I shall close the American
Consulate and leave Foochow." So far as I know, only Mothers with children
and a few people whose furlough is nearly due are planning to leave as soon
as they can. The second and third groups are waiting for better reasons
than now exist for leaving."




"Well, we expect to have our first evacuation from Foochow about
October 10. Finally, after much criticism of the government giving such
rash orders and doing nothing to help carry them out, we have heard that an
American transport would call at Foochow about October 10 to take those who
wish to go, as far as Kobe. They are hoping to make connection with the
"Jefferson", due to leave Japan for America on October 14. I see from the
papers that it is not ondy the Foochow group who is criticising the American
Government for its attitude towards its nationals in China, but groups and
individuals from almost all parts of China. I do not know Just how many
are going on this transport, but I do know that the group consists chiefly
of Mothers and children. If nothing happens between now and the 10th, some of
them will probably decide not to g€0. Already some have changed their minds
in this way. Mrs. McClure and her two daughters are definitely planning to
€0. The boys are in America, having gone a year or two ago. The McClures'
furlough is due next year, and that has some bearing on Mrs. McClure and the
girls going now. Both of the girls were in the Shanghai American School last
year. We are glad for the Farleys and Suttons that their furlough naturally
came this year. It is difficult for fumilies in such times to decide what

is the best thing to do, and it is hard on them to have to be separated. But,
generally speaking, I think it is wise for the Mothers and children of families

whose furlough will soon be due, or those who have the problem of getting
children into school, to g0 now,"
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
