I am very hazy concerning the arrangement for your travel and allowances as

I have had no word except in conversations with you. From what you have told
me I assume that this travel money is made as an advance and you will arrange
to refund later as well as to adjust all furlough salary and allowances, such
as outfit and study, for the regular furlough that was allowed you.

FROM NANKING CHIRA

A letter from Lin Yu-wen, Ginling 1934. Miss Lin was assistant
in the Seciology department at Ginling College 1935-1937. In the sum-
mer of 1937 she beocame head of the Social Service work of the Publie
Health Department for the city of Nanking. The letter was writtem in
Nanking, dated October 26-31, 1837.

Last week Dr. Smythe (Dr. Lewis Smykhe is in the Soclology de-
partment of the University of Nanking) came to see me and we had a
long talk. The city govermment is asking the wool cooperative, which
he direets, to weave gause and cotton, We have enough raw material
here, but still we are importing much of this material.

The Red Cross Hospital has been using the Cemtral University (a
government owned University) for wounded soldiers. They hawe more
than & thousand now and later expect to care for four thousand. Dr.
Chen, the superintendent, asks me to start a Social Service depart-
ment there too. I am being loandd to the Red Cross Hospital by the
Muniecipal Hospital for one week, to organize the service and them I
have promised Dr. Gian to come back to the Munieipal Hospital. I
have started records for all patients who have been wounded by bombs.
There is a photograph with each record. I hope the material can be
used to shpport the Peace Movement.

The Social Service Department starts its work today for the Red
Cross Hospital, Five women of one of the Women's organizations came
as regular workers. They are active and energetic and I am pleased.

In additien I assigned one full time worker from the Health Department
to look after persomal purchases for the soldiers. This has been done
before by servants and that has been inconvenient both feor the patients
and the hospital. It was suggested that the Y.M.C.A. may help with
this too,

Next week I shall be back at the Municipal Hospital. I am more
interested in the Red Cross Hospital, for the poor soldliers are in need
of help in every way. From my window here I see the dead bodies wrap-
ped in white being carried pasted Today two thousand wounded soldiers
have passed through. The seriously wounded ones are probably to be
left im Nanking for medieal care and the others to be sent farther in-
land. More than 100,000 refugees have passed through Nanking and been
sent on to other districts.

Sometimes I have gome out with the nurses after the air raids.
The blood and brokem bones frighten me. I have enough experience of
the cruelty of war.

You must have read that recently we have not been so successful
in Shanghafi. I am praying for the safety of the 800 soldiers who re-
fused to move back from the frént lime. They are so brave, I can on-
ly thank them with tears. Today is the fourth day they have been is-

olated,

We have had he air raids for a few days so I can gt more work
dome. Last week the sirem warning of raids rang mny times each day.
Onee when the arning sirem sounded I was on my bieyele riding from the
Munieipal Hospital to the Health Statiom. Before I sould get there
the enemy plames arrived and I could hear the bembs. When I got imto
the basement my legs were so stiff I could hardly move. I hope that
will mot happen again.

Please do write me often to cheer me upe 1 am alome here, theugh
there are many new friends, but I thimk of my old friends who are se
dear to me. Bao-ai (Ginling alumma im charge of Social work im Sooshow)
is still at Soochew Hospital, a far more dangerous place than Nanking.
She asked my advice when her family urger her to come heme. My answer
was to thimk eof country first them family; think of service first them
persomal safety. She 1s staging at her job. If anything happens te
her I shall be under obligations to her family for life (the meaning
is to take Bee-ai's place as daughter).

Today I plan to go to the Orphanage for the Sunday service there,
and to see the orphan whom I semt there last week. I tried hard to
find & home for the poor little homeless boy whose paremts had been
bombed two momths ago. He was woundwd and sent to the hospital by a
policeman. I failed, s0 I sent him to Mr. Ma's orphanage, and it was
the last child Mr. Ma could take, for he is omowded.
