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By thismail I am sending you a copy of prof
Enﬁhjgew methodof calculating Solar Eclipses, vhich(see Introduction)
w'd __i8 -really .a; work of considerable merit,
e presents it now as "his thesis for the degree of
FPh.D.,and knowing that you are considerably interested in that insti-
tution,I beg leave to ask that you will hand it in th Columbia,or some
school of similar standing,in his behalf:Prof.Wang is without doubt the
leading Chinese mathematician of the time and is well worthy of such a
degree.
Irrespective of the question of his receiving adequate recogni-
tion,I am much interested in the subject itself,for his method ijpresses
gme as being a valuable contribution to mathematical Astronomy and wellﬁ
worthy of serious attention,as the method is of general application.

In the same parcel I am sending a copy,in Chinese,of the aprlica-
tion of the same principles to the calculation of Lunar Occultations-also
by Prof.Wang.If at Columbia or Yale,there are Chinese students with suf-
ficient knowledge of toth Mathematics and English.to translate the same,
it would doubtless be a boon to students attacking that difficult subject.

I would do 1t myself,just as I have done the Calculation of Solar
Eclipses,tut my teaching work and the administrative work of this large
Seminary compel me to forego the pleasure;oesides the time fails me to pre-
rare only a small part of the work much needed in theological education.

Thank you for your letter of October 20 with the two Astronomical
brochures by Professor Weng Hsi En. I assume that you sent these to me thinking
I was still the Fxecutive Secretary of the Board in Americz related to Chantung
Christian University. The present Secretary of the Shantung Board is Mr. B. A.
Garside with offices in the Methodist Building st 150 Fifth Avenue, New York City.

A couple of days after the receipt of your letter and Professor
Pang's documents the North imerican Section of the Shantung University Governors
held a meeting =t which I presented your letter =nd Dr., Wang's treatise. I =sked
for suggestions as to how "4 Graphic Method for Calculating Solar Eclipses" might
be used toward securing, a2& you suggest, the degree of Ph.D. for Professor Wang,
The documents aznd your -covering letter were placed in the hands of Dr, Psul
Monroe of Teachers College who wss present at the meeting. Dr. Monroe took them
with him and on November 23 wrote to me ze followss

"T am enclosing the monogrzph on Astonomy by Profescor ¥ang,
together with the letter of Dr. Huyes. I zm sorry thst I am just
on the eve of leaving for the Orient or I would try to interest
some astronomer in looking them over end paesing on them. However,
there is one part of the inguiry I can enswer immediztely. That is
with reference to the Doctor=ate.

So far & I know no reputsble Americar university will give a
Doctorts Degree without at lesst one year's full residence in
graduste work in the Umiversity znd from one to two additionsl
years! residence of graduste work either there or elsevhere, So
there is no possibility of having a Doctorate grented on the basis
of these monographse It iz possible that some university might
accept work alrezdy done as satisfying the requirement for a
dissertetion but certainly not without at least two years'! recident
#ork. In the case of Professor Wang who lscks = knowledge of
English, this perhape would be difficult to arrenge.”

In the first place, the pamphlet which we have iscued
for Shanfumg Christian University is only a stop-gap, end is not in any
way intended to take the place of the publicity discussed at the mect-
ing of tho Doard of Covernorse You may recall that it was deoided that
we should have a special campeign for Shantung in the autume At that
tine e mnjor piece of publicity will be prepared, and we certainly shall
depend on you and lre Lautenschlager for assistance.

Your comment that "Shantung" end "Cheeloo" are not
syncmymous meets with our entire approwl. If you read the page in
quostion again, I believe you will see that we have not stated that
they are synonymouse However, I would like to point out that in epite
of the fact that Shantung Christian University is the legal name in
liorth America, a very large proportion of former staff members and friends
etill call the institution Cheeloo, and it is krown by this name € all
our Chinese friendss You are also right in stating that the only unle
vorsity which is justified in using the name Shantung as an abbrsviation
is the govermment university of the Province. This is no doubt about the
popularity of the name Cheeloo. Vie are therefore in a position of being
forced to recognize the common use of Cheeloo, while Shantung Christian
University is the legal title.

Thank you also for your comment on the Home Leonomics
Projocte I believe that if you will re-read the account in the pamphlet
you will see that there is no statement that this project originated in
Chengtue It is our impression, however, that no work is now being done
in Tsinan, and that most of the suocessful university projects are being
carried on in some form in Chengtue. One might go so far as to say that
the only Shantung Christian University is now located in West China.
