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THE COMPARATIVE LAW SCHOOL OF CHINA

Realizing the great need of a law school in central
China to train the lawyers who will be a necessity
under a constitutional form of government in estab-
lishing and operating the judical system, the Soochow
University on September 3, 1915, opened its law
school in Shanghai.

LOCATION

Shanghai, being the largest and leading com-
mercial port on the China coast, and midway between
North and South, was chosen as the logical location
for the School. Its population consists of over a
million Chinese, a large per cent, of whom are most
enlightened and enterprising, and of about thirty-five
thousand foreigners. It ranks second among the
shipping ports of the world, is the distributing depot
for all Central China, and forms a terminus of two
important railway systems, thus making it easy of
access by sea and land from all parts of the country.

The District Court, and the Branch Court of ap-
peals for Kiangsu are held regularly there. These
courts together with the consular courts are open to
the law students for observation in methods of pro-
cedure and practice, and afford facilities for study
that are not found elsewhere in China.

The school is centrally located, thus facilitating
access to the different courts and to all parts of the
city. It is well equipped with class rooms and has
dormitories and boarding facilities.

REQUIREMENTS FOR ENTRANCE

1. Law Course First Year

Those who have satisfactorily completed the
course of study as prescribed for the Pre
Legal Course in Soochow University, Soochow
and with about 80 credits for work done in

College.
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2. Law Course Second Year ;
No new students are admitted.

3. Law Course Third Year .
No new students are admitted

Each applicant must be admitted by passipg an
entrance extramination and upon the presentation of

proper school certificates and letter of introduction.

REQUIREMENTS FOR DEGREES

The degree of Bachelor of Laws (LL. B.) is con
ferred upon those students who have met the entrance
requirements and have satisfactorily completed the
prescribed course of study. The Law Course can be
completed not less than three years.

CHIEN-CHEN TSENG SCHOLARSHIP

This is a scholarship of $100.00 given each year
for a period of three years by Dr. D. S. Chen to the
Comparative Law School of China as a memorial to
his sister Mrs. Chien-Chen Tseng, deceased. The
applicant is required to devote his whole time to the
study of law besides holding excellent records.

CLINE SCHOLARSHIP

This is a scholarship of $100.00 given for the year
1929-1930 as a memory of Dr. Jno. W. Cline’s
gratuitous but valuable service in this school.

We still
du}re the consummation of the Federated University with the Law 8chool as one
unit. Meanwhile, the Law School's remarkable growth necessitates immediate
action to strengthem it above present, self supporting basis particularly in
providing full-time faculty to exert more profound Christian influence increased
student body.

Tentative Trusteeship proposed
for the Funds to be raised for
the Shanghai Law School
This indenture, made this day of , 1932, between the Board of
Missions of the Methodist Episcopal Church, South, party of the first part, here~

inafter called the Grantor, and the Trust Company, a New

York corporation now having its principal office at ,hereinafter

oanlled the"Trustee", party of the second part, witnesseth, as follows:

The Grantor does hereby give, assign, and set over to the Trustee & fund to
be raised, to be known as the Shanghai Comparative Law School Fund, in trust, for
the uses and purposes and upon all the terms contained in the Resolution and Dec=

laretion of Trust creating the New York Comaunity Trust, heretofore adopted by the

Board of Directors of said Trust Company and filed for record

as provided by Chapters 622 and 623 of the Laws of 1926, all of which Resolution
and Declaration is hereby incorporated hereing provided, however, that the Grantor
desires that the net therefrom shall be devoted to the following purposes:

"por the maintenance and development under interdenominational auspices
of the Comparative Law School in Shanghai, China, (now operating as the
law department of Soochow University, chartered by the Chinese govern=-
ment and sponsored by the Beard of Missions of the Methodist Episcopal
Church, South) disbursements for such purpose being made in the light

of such advice and counsel as may be received by the Distribution Com-
mittee of said Community Trust from tho Executive Committee for Christian
Colleges in China, or its successors, presently situated at 150 Fifth
Avenue, New York City, which 1atter Committee in turn shall functiom
with such guidance and assistance as may be received by it from a volun=-
tarv group to be known as tho Board of Trustees of American Lawyers."

The Trust Company hereby acknowledge receipt of the

trust fund herein referred to, accepts the trusts croated by this agreement and
agrees to execute the same in accordance herewith.
This agreement is executed in two original counterparts.
