HISTORICAL NOTE.

The Nanking School of Theology is an interdenominational
institution in which the following missions co-operate:
American Presbyterian Mission, North ; American Presbyterian
Mission, South ; Foreign Christian Mission ; Methodist Epis-
copal Mission, North: Methodist Episcopal Mission, South.
Into the school are merged: The Presbyterian Union Theo-
logical Seminary of Nanking ; the Nanking Bible College (the
Foreign Christian Mission) ; and the Methodist Fowler School
of Theology. The union was tentatively entered into for a
period of two and a half years, beginning January, 1911 ; and
the constitution and articles of agreement have now been
adopted by the Board of Managers and by the coutrolling
Missions concerned. The school has taken over the plant
formerly established by the Presbyterian Theological Semi-
nary which was founded in 1904, the buildings and grounds
having been added to.

GOVERNMENT.

The School is governed by a Board of Managers composed
of two representatives from each controlling mission, of whom
generally one is a foreign missionary, and one a Chinese. The
Board meets regularly once a year.

LOCATION,

The location of the School of Theology at Nanking is
singularly appropriate.

Nanking ranks second only to Peking in historic impor-
tance. It is one of the principal centres of China. Itisa
meeting place for the different dialects of the several provinces
of the lower Yangtze valley, and an educational centre of
commanding influence.

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The school is located on high ground, with healthful
surroundings. But what is still more important, the social
and religious environment is helpful to the young men, aud
rare opportunities for practical Christian work are open on
every side.

The Protestant missions located in Nanking are closely
co-operating in all forms of missionary work. The Nanking
University, with its School of Medicine, Normal School, and
Language School for Missionaries, is one of the largest Chris-
tian institutions in China, and is under joint missionary
control. The students of the Seminary enjoy the privileges
of being near to the University, and also to the various
churches, most of which are located within easy reach of the
Seminary. In the busier parts of Nanking there are large
preaching halls where the students may observe and take part
in evangelistic work for the masses.

The opportunity given to students from the dialect
districts to learn Mandarin is a distinct advantage.

The mingling of men from different provinces and
various communions paves the way for a closer understanding
and co-operation among themas future leadersof the Christian
Church in China.

AIM AND METHOD.,

The aim of the school is the preparation of Chinese
students in their own language for Christian work among their
own people ; first of candidates for the Gospel ministry, and,
secondarily, of evangelists and lay preachers.

The school—in its catholic inclusion of all evangelical
denominations, and in the prominence given to the Bible as
the one supreme text book—is built upon the model of the
Bible Teachers’ Training School of New York City, founded
by Dr. W. W. White. In the words of Dr. White, to whomn
this school is much indebted, its aim is to be, thorough in
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intellectual processes, evangelical in doctrine, reverent in
spirit, pedagogical in method, and practical in aim.”

At the same time the school is interdenominational i
character, being under the control of the different partici-
pating denominations, each of which has an equal voice i
its government and teaching.

DEPARTMENTS.

‘I'he Nanking School of Theology has a seminary depart-
ment which undertakes to do the grade of work done by
theological seminaries in Western lands. It has also a Bible
Training School department whose aim is the practical training
of worthy men for evangelistic work.

Tach of these departments has a three years’ course of
study.

There is also a Department of Presbyterian Faith and
Polity, a Methodist Department, and a Department of the
TForeign Christian Mission.

All of the men of the various grades live together in the
same buildings and all have equal access to public lectures
and other exercises in connection with the work of the
institution.

DIPLOMAS AND CERTIFICATES.

A diploma is given to the men who complete the full
seminary course. A certificate of graduation is given to those
who complete the course of the Bible Training School.

COURSES OFFERED.

The two principal courses offered are: first, a seminary
course for the preparation of men who look forward to becom-
ing pastors or ordained evangelists, and, second, a course for
students who look forward to the work of preaching the
Gospel in other spheres approved by the several churches.

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Special courses can be arranged for those not expecting
graduation, but who wish preparation as Bible teachers,
Y. M. C. A. secretaries, etc.

Students who look forward to becoming makers or
translators of Christian literature, and who will take the
regular course here, will also be gi\'el1 a special course in their

chosen work.

Plans are nearly completed for the inauguration of the
long-promised Correspondence Course.

Those who are already preaching and who are able to
come for a shorter period than three years for special
study will be given every facility which it is possible to give
in connection with the regular work of the School.

METHOD OF TEACHING.

Inasmuch as the school is interdenominational in character,
and inasmuch as the body of evangelical truth is held in
common by the co-operating churches, the larger part of the
teaching is done in common in the daily classes.

But provision is also made by which the particular faith
and polity of each co-operating church is taught separately,
cach church having charge of its own denominational teaching.
Members of the Board who represent a given denomination
generally act as directors also for their own denominational
department. The denominational teaching of any given
church is done by those who represent that denomination in
the Faculty.

PRACTICAL CHRISTIAN WORK,

There is a department of practical Christian work, which
includes all students and professors of the institution, with
a thorough organization. Each student is required to engage
regularly either in preaching, teaching, or catechetical work.

The students are divided into ten or more commissions or
groups, each group being under the leadership of a professor
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or older student. A list of these commissions will be found
under the heading ¢ Officers of Organizations.”

The first period after chapel on each Saturday is given to
the consideration of practical work. For three Saturdays per
month each commission works separately, under its own
organization, and on the fourth Saturday there is a general
meeting, at which each commission reports upon its work
for the month, The students are further in demand by the
churches of the city for various forms of Christian service.

ENTRANCE REQUIREMENTS.

Fcclesiastical : Those who enter the school are, as a
matter of course, expected to be men of good character,
tested Christians of some years’ standing, and with a worthy
motive in the pursuance of their life work. Fach applicant
should come with proper recommendations from the authori-

ties of his church.

Requirements for students of the Methodist Episcopal
Church are, that the candidate must be recommended by his
district superintendent and by his quarterly conference.
Accredited local preachers may be admitted without further

recommendation.

Presbyterian students must be recommended by both
pastor and session as well as by the missionary, or preferably
the mission station in charge. In the case of Seminary men,
candidates should be under the care of presbytery; as also in
the case of Bible Training School men, when the rules of
presbytery permit.

Students from the Foreign Christian Mission are required
to present recommendations from the mission station from
which the candidate comes and from the Advisory Committee.

The requirements for students from other missions or
denominations shall correspond to the above. It is desirable
in all cases that students be recommended by mission stations,
and by a Chinese Committee or Church Council.

Scholastic - The minimum requirement for entrance in
the Junior Class of the Seminary is the completion of Junior
College, or preparatory work of the grade of the High School
of the Unversity of Nanking. A more thorough course, in-
volving the completion of the full University course, will
soon be presented.

The requirement for admission into the Entering Class
of the Bible Training School, is graduation from a prepara-
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tory school, or its equivalent. It is desirable that men who
clearly cannot meet this requirement should have their pre-
paratory work in their own stations, before being sent to this
school.

All students are required to present diplomas or certifi-
cates and, if the Faculty see fit, to stand entrance examin-
ations. Special emphasis is laid upon a general knowledge of
the Bible and a working knowledge of the Chinese language
as an entrance requirement. A student who is not able to
write creditably a Chinese composition or homily on a given
subject can not hope to enroll in the TFintering Class.

Age: Students under twenty-one years of age cannot
be received.

RULES AND REGULATIONS.

The school has few rules and regulations of a minor
character. All students are expected to conduct themselves
as Christian gentlemen, and are to subscribe to an agreement
to this effect when entering the school. Auy infringement of
this code renders a student liable to exhortation, admonition,
or retirement from the school as the case may require.

The exercises of the school begin each week-day morning
at 8 o'clock, prayers being held from 8 to 8.30, led in turn
by the members of the Faculty. City missionaries, pastors,
and prominent visitors from other places are not infrequently
requested to speak to the students at this hour.

There are four morning periods for recitations, from
8.30 to 12, and three afternoon periods from 1.30 to 4. On
Monday morning, between 8 and 10 o’clock, students preach
trial sermons which are criticized by the professors; two
students preaching each week. Students on the Sabbath day
are expected to attend Church services, each according to his
own church affiliation. All have definite Christian work to
do on the Sabbath and at least one period on week-days.
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Students have charge of their own cooking arrangements,
each paying into the general fund a pro rata expense for each
month, Servants are provided by the institution. The cost
of food is approximately three dollars per month.

TUITION AND FEES.

For the present the school requires no tuition fee of
students sent from any one of the co-operating missions.

The fee for students from other missions will be $20.00
per year ; $10.00 payable at the beginning of each semester.

For self-supporting students, tuition is free.

All students will be charged a fee of $1.50 per term for
athletics and sundries, payable at the time of registration.
Both old and new students must register at the opening of
each term; and those arriving after the opening will be
charged a special registry fee of $1.00.

The school has no control of the stipends paid to students,
except that members of the Faculty, as a matter of accom-
modation, are willing to pay out the monthly stipends for the
patrons. These stipends should be deposited in advance,
together with full instructions relating thereto.

The school has no control as to the amount of the
stipends which should be paid to students. However, the
students of the Bible Training School are usually allowed
$6.00 and upwards per month, and the students of the Semi-
nary $8.00 and upwards per month, according to the practice
of the several missions. Men with families of course require
larger allowances than single men. 'The Faculty earnestly
request, however, not to be asked to act as agents for the
payment of amounts to the students in excess of $0.00 per
month,

The expenses of students to and from Nanking should
be allowed once each year, Their return home at the short
(New Year) vacation may be cecided by their station or
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church; if necessary, they can remain in the dormitory during
this time.

Fach student should be allowed a maximum of $10.00
per year for books on account. Patrons should specify the
amount that they wish to allow for books. Textbooks are
bought on the authority of the several professors, a careful
account with each student being kept in the book-room.

GENERAL REMARKS.

The choice of rooms is according to seniority. It begins
with the Senior Class who choose according to age. Then
the choice falls to the Graduate Class in like manner and so
on down.

The hours between 4 and 6 every day are left free for
exercise and recreation. Saturday afternoon is a half-holiday.

After the trial preaching on Monday morning, each
student is expected to do essay writing. Each student in the
institution is required to prepare one expository essay on a
given subject every two weeks.

All of the students are required to take a course in vocal

music, and opportunities are given for learning instrumental
music also, a charge of $3.00 per term, to cover tuition and
organ repairs, being made.

NEEDS.

The most conspicuous needs for the immediate future are:
First. Four Chinese teachers’ residences.
Second, West dormitory, corresponding to the new east
dormitory.
Third. Library, and library books and equipment,
Fourth. Dining-room, kitchen, and bath-rooms.

THE SPRING TERM.

The Year 1917 will stand as a most remarkable one in
history, for many reasons. It will be a landmark year in the
history of the Church in China, as the year of the first wide-
spread every member evangelistic campaign. This movement
will show ever widening circles of results; for it marks a
better effort on the part of the Church to fulfil its obligations
to its Divine Master.

On the return of our students, after New Year holidays,
gratifying reports were made by them of the methods and
results of these campaigns. The men had taken share in
them, whether at their homes or abroad; and the prevailing
tone of the reports was enthusiastic and full of hope.

The same spirit has characterized both the practical work
of the groups, and the study and classroom work throughout
the term. The only serious interference with the regular
schedule has been the appearance of diphtheria. Five or six
cases, all light, developed, but prompt' attention and careful
preventive measures, intelligently concurred in by the students,
prevented its spread, for which we record our grateful
thanks to our Heavenly Father. The continued drouth and
sandstorms, and the attendant prevalence of fever, diphtheria,
etc., was a menace to the whole city. Thus far the Nanking

~ schools have been wonderfully free from serious trouble.

An interesting boys’ playground work has been carried
on by certain of our students, on the open ground east of the
Seminary. It is a boon to the growing boys of the neighbour-
hood, and one sees daily evidence of their growth in manliness
and amenability, as a result of the daily football playing, not
less perhaps than of the Sunday school. The playground
idea should be widely made use of by schools and churches in
China. -

A considerable addition has been made to the English
books in the library, by the gift of over 450 covers, from the
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library of the late Rev. J. M. W. Farnham, D.D., of the
Presbyterian Mission in Shanghai, who was ever a devoted
friend of the school.

The number of students during the spring term has been
seventy-six, notwithstanding the graduation of two classes in
January, totalling thirty men, and the postponement of matric-
ulation of a new Junior class till September. Thirteen

churches and eleven provinces of China are represented.
Two young men from Korea have also entered the school.

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PROSPECTUS OF THE GRADUATE DEPARTMENT.

The Board of Managers of the Nanking School of Theo-
logy in February, 1910, took steps looking to the erection of an
Advanced Course for imiversity graduates, looking to the
degree of Bachelor of Divinity. At the Annual Meeting in
January, 1917, it was ordered that steps be taken to open the
proposed department in September, 1918. It was further
ordered in pursuance of the vote of the co-operating Missions
that the name of the whole institution be in English, the Nan-
king Theological Seminary and the proposed graduate depart-
ment to be called the School of Theology.

Aim of the Course. The aim of this course will be to
give a thorough preparation for the Christian ministry equiv-
alent to that provided in first class schools in the United
States, thus enabling our college graduates to pursue their
theological studies in China with superior effectiveness. It is
hoped that this post-graduate work in theology will open the
way to training specialists in various departments, thus meet-
ing more fully the growing needs of the Chinese Church.

Character of the Course. The course offered will eover
three school years of not less than nine and a half months each;
required work in the first and second years covering twenty
week hours and in the third year fifteen week hours, thus
fifty-five week hours will be required for graduation. TFuture
developments will guide the faculty in offering electives. The
following table will indicate the credits required for gradua-
tion and the course offered.
