Dear Sir:

Last year, I had the honor to read your letter of May 29th,
dealing with the prevamtion of Ridderpest, for which, I hope, you have
already received my acknowledgment.

The cattle-breeding and dakry farming in our country develop
themselves every day, but still in their infancy.

My Ministry has now, for the protéection and multiplication of
the domestic animals of the farmers and dairy-men, started an Anti-
Pest-Vetdminary Station, in Peking, as the centre of a big national
organization for the whole country, in the near future.

However, the equipment and organization of the new Station,
are far from perfection in its beginning, and whatever cooperation and
suggestions ycu may mwake on the subject, in the future, will be previcusly
appreciated.

I am spending two nights in this place. Dean Hugh and
Baker of the New York State College of Forestry has asked ae to address
the student body tomorrow morning so I am staybng over. Dean Baker
gave me an account of his plans and methods and no man that I have yet
struck comes as near meoting the needs of the situation in China as he
does, I'm inclined to think that students who graduate from this school
having the ideas and ideals necessary to carry them through a course such
as is given here, ought to be good men to come out to China, Dean Baker
recommends highly a Mr, De Young who has z2pplied for a position in our
Forestry Scheol, but whom I have not yet seen. After what Dean Baker
has told me I am eager t6 see Mr. De Young,

Ancther man very highly spoken of is Lin who is now in the
Y3M.C.A, lecturing. Lin has done excellent work both in his scholastic
studies and in his field work. Ve can make no mistake in securing his
services in the face of so strong favorable commodations. There is of
course only one danger viz that the professors did not expect so high
standards from Chinese ae from Americans,

Dedn Baker insiststthat the students have spent a whole year
out on actual labor during their course of study. This does not take into 5
account the usualy hour or two a day of learning that the students must
take to quilify. They must learn to work as they would in a gang and I
believe has right. A soldier hag not to learn to go on a campaign he has

to take a cajppign against a sujposed enemy in case there is no real enemyp.

Prof. Baker, brother to the Dean, took me out to see their

nursery work in his car. Well Bowen he hadn't anything to teach mf in what

I saw these.




At Yale of course being an older place Professor Tomey had a bigger
aursery than weshave yst been able to develop and had a number of
pointers to give me, Twc ideas that I must not forget in this matter
are. Sow crops of trees so thick that the young crop will be thick
like clover and 2nd cover the first year's plants with plenty of straw
and gunny sack on top it to present the grounds being frozen in winter.
That {3 the great lesson I leamed at Yale. Hsve I have lesrned that

we have been doing better in Nanking than I had taken credit for. Now

I don't intend that as patting myself on the back, but merely a state-

ment of facts.
As I have to be at the Tmiversity early tomorrow morning
I shall say good aight!

Yesterday morning before leaving Syracuze I hzd the
great stimulus of addressing about 30C Forestry students at Syracuse.
A man w#ho had a mesaage and couldn't talk to a bunck of fellows like
that ought to alt st home, After we got through they gave me a "yell™.
That's tha first "yell™ I have every got and as 1t came fror the biggest
Forestry bunch of boys in thie country I mueh confoes I enjoyed 1t,
Dean Hugh P. Baker is another live man of the same type as Prof,
Tounney of Yala.

I got tc Ithaca when nearly everyone «as away on Easter
vacation and a5 I had to be in Chincugo and Kandas City on certain dates
I just cams on, Last night, however, I spent with the Chinese studentis.
I saw Pir whom Mr. Tson would iike toc have associated with him in his
sork. Pin is a theroughly goed student. I'm not quite sure that his
health 1s very good. TsoufaCousin left me at the Hotel and his ambition
{83 to go on investigating. Now, Bowen, I'n in love with the investigators,
but we cannot afford to get oncugh microscopes zet up in the labortory
when what we need is a lot of men with pickaxes. I'm & little alarmed
from what I heard yesterday. The U.S, Forestry Service tock on 60 new men
year befors last but only 6 last year the pro{spoct is that only a small
nuber will be added every year. I'm of opinion that we ought to extend
the course of preparation of our students to six years, Making the outside
work figure even more than anything I have yat thomght of. My reason is
that &t the end of two years we can not possibly have openings prepared
in the provinces for our gradvates., Why not get some arrangement whereby
we can keep haif out and half in year about and by doubling the last two

years into 4 make it so memh easier to get all the boys ontto jobs. My

Froa the "Hwe Pao", Shaasghai, Morch 24, 1916:

New Methods of Promoting the Forestry Iadustiry.

"Yostordézsy, the Civil Governor of Civosiany S0y G
gonerwl disputeh to 211 the divisions of the province, stating:
"I have received from the Univer,ity of Nuakiagz, Colloge of
dzriculture and Forestry, a lettor, together with papers writ-
ten by them, namely, "Chinese Cotton", "Warning Appeal for the
Prevention of Insect Pests snd Fungus Diseases", "Community
Fores*%s", end "Windbresks", requesting me to promulgate these.
I read them over carefully and feel thet they are valuable for
promoting foresiry. Besides putting them into the gcvernment
papers aad replying to the sender, I now order you to give
these papers to the distriects which velong to your divisions
and to ask the magistrates tc give them to the agricultural
associations, civic organizations and gentry, to explain them
in ex%ension lectures with reference to 2ocal conditions, to
forwgrd new undertakings and to urge the people so that they
may undsrstand abcut these things and the agricultural indus-
try be thereby promoted.™

From Governor Treh, of Chekiang:

"Replying to your letter and the articles enclosed,
we can see that you have a warm heart for asgricultuvre and for-
estry and have investigated these things theroughly. Ous humble
province has just recenily opensd its eyes, and what we know and
what we see is rather limited. Ve are athirst for knowledge
concerning agriculture and forestry. Your artiecles have already
been put in the govermment papers, so that all may know about
them. I am also send.ng general dispatches to all the divisions
under my supervision, crdering them to take up and study these
things, to lecture and tc urge in various ways, so the farmers
can lesrn. Hemeafter, if you will be so kind as %0 gend us what-
ever you pubjish, from time to time, it will be extremely welcome."

Day before yesterday, our Shanghai paper stated that the
Germans, during the last twenty-four hours, had hurled 400,000
projectiles against the Allies' defence, without effect. During
the past few months, tne College of Agriculture and Forestry has
been quietly invading the mail of Chinese Provincial Governors,
Chambers of Commerce, over 225 leading Chinese newspapers and
magazines, agricultural experimental stations, etc. As a result,
ons among many, the seventy-year, old-style, conservative
Governor of conservative and poverty-stricken Anhwei Province

wrote the following letter, and from other sources we know that
he did what he said:—

"Your illuminating letter has been received, accom-
panied by your splendid articles on the ®"Warning Appeal for
Protection against Agricultural Insect Pests and Fungus
Diseases" and "Chinese Cotton,® in which you have put before
us true and accurate examples and have explained to us clearly
and explicitly., The influence which they will have on the
future agriculture of my humble province will be very great.
After reading them, I am filled with great respect.

"These articles should be put before the public, that
everybody may know about them and learn from them, I have
already sent them to all the divisions of the province,
requesting them to give orders to each district to recopy the
articles and promulgate them as official announcements to the
people,"

The young, progressive principal of the first Provincial
Agricultural School of the same province, a recent graduate in
forestry of the New York State College of Agriculture and one of

the finest young men I have ever had the pleasure of knowing,
writes as follows:

"I read Mr. Tsou's translation of your article on
Cotton with great interest. That is the kind of literature
much needed in China."




L] Tnese letters are cnly typical of other letters received
rrom the Ministry of Agriculture and Commerce, Central Govern-
ment, at Peking; from Governors of Provinces; from the principals
of agricultural schools; from the editors of Chinese newspapers
and magazines; from missionaries and the Chinese reading public.
These articles on Chinese agricultural and forestry conditions,
interpreted in the light of modern, scientific knowledge, are not
only creating a sympathetic public opinion but are creating a
demand for changed conditions, This demand we are trying to fill
oy training qualified students in agriculture, forestry, and
character.

Last year, the Ministry of Agriculture and Commerce at
Peking disbanded their own Forestry School and sent their stu-
dents to us to be trained. They also gave a grant of money, and
with 1t came official recognition. The Governors of Anhwei,
Shantung, Kiangsi, Kiangsu, and Kweichow are either supporting
students or have made grants of money. The Forest Fund Committee
is supporting eight scholarships. There are now over forty
students studying agriculture and forestry. We are doing the
best we can, with our inadequate teaching staff and equipment,
to deserve and maintain the confidence these people have placed
in us.

Just one thing more. 1I1If you will read the following letter,
which we sent to over 200 missionaries in central China, you will
get a fairly good insight into Chinese agricultural conditions

generally. What applies to the large lack of knowledge about
Chinese fruit applies equally well to all of her agricultural
products and methods, to say nothing of the educational, spir-
itual, and 1iving conditions cf her agricultural population.

*We are undertaking a systematic improvement of native
Chinese fruits and are sending out a few letters to a number
of missionaries in certain parts of China to enlist their co-
operation in securing some scions for grafting, or cuttings,
of :the .fruit 1n thelr district.

"There i3 practically no general knowledge of the best
varietles and best fruit districts of China, and the native
fruit industry, with all its wonderful possibilities of
development, continues to be limited by ideas and methods that
have been disproven and discarded in the West for many years.

*If you are willing to assist us in this matter,
will you not kindly state on the enclosed card the kind of
fruits in your district, whether or not you think you




"could secure some cuttings for us, and approximate cost of
same. When we have this knowledge, we shall write more fully
regarding the cuttings, which should be made now as soon as
possible,

*We shall, of course, expect to meet any expense in-
cident to the securing and mailing of the cuttings and shall
be glad to share with you and the people among whom you are
working the results of our labours. If we can be of any other
service to you along other lines, we shall be glad to be
called upon."

Our problems are not easy, but are eminently worth while.
#e are in a position, unique among all opportunities offered to
Christian educational institutions in China, to do for this
people a service that will change for the better the conditions
in which "they move and live and have their being" —-in agricul-
ture—more than with many countries, the basis of their civiliza-
tion and indeed their very existence.

Your interest in us and our work is more appreciated than
you know, even if I do not know some of you personally, perhaps;
and if this letter will sustain or increase that interest, it
will accomplish its purpose.

1lst research to find out what was
of value, 2und Teaching or the diffusion among the general zass of the state
in a popular menner the assence of what had been discovered by ressarch
and taught.

Then to underastand the crder in which the different projects.
wers developed., Pref, Hatch told me thet Wizconnin is to be divided into
5 halts rumning sast and west the middle belt teing a narrow one. The
Northern belt is the one that was lumbered and consequently towns and

lumbering camps sprang up. But lately when the good trees began to be
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mostly all cut down the towns declined and the camp disappeared and
the people got alammed. So they invited the University to kedp them
develop the cut-over land into agricultured lands. This involved
putting cofinty agents in most of these counties whose duties are just
the same as those of the county agents in Ontario. ;

The Southern belt was the great wheat belt which originally
produced 40 bushels sfid more per acre, but which was cropped and cropped
till it became 80 poor that it ylelded only 15 or 20 bushels an acre.

Then come the "howl" for help. This was done by the Univerdity in
establishing daires and animal busbandry afidtkhis has been so successful i
that this is now the pgreatest dairy region in the world with the result
that the land has jumped up in fertility. 5

The middle narrow belt was of a sandy, poor z30il that leached
all the fertility out of it. This they planted in potatoes and plowed in
various green crops till the texture of the soil has been greatly improved.
I have mentioned nothing about drainy and addimg lime as these come in
the projects.

Project I. Organization and administratioh of Cooperation

Agricultural Extension work, (This wad done on the 3 legged plan I
have described above.)

Project 2. Agricultural Extension by means of county Agricullural
Representatives. (I think each county had to raize $1000 to help in salary
of agent before the Smith-Lor act grantes the $1200 to help.)

Project 3. Extension Course, Schools, and Congerences in Agriculture
and Home Economice. (As this work is done out in the state not at Madison.
These schools were held each year at 50 places spending a week at each
place, Each school was conductsd by two men a lecture and demonstration,
They took up the subjects that were bothering the fa}mqre just then and

showed how to combat them, e.s. smut in grain, First the demonstration

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would hirself treat some grain with formaldehude and then get each farmer
present to do the operation himself.) The same thing would bo done in
cheese making.)

Profect No.4 Famr draingge demcnstration (200,0000 never can
be improved by Drainage to some farmers whc owned lands on"a lower level
than thoss would not allow those above them drain through their lands,
the state asfablished "State Drainage Districte™ and ran a sort of small
canals through these districts supporting the cost to the different farms
in proportion to the benefit recieved. But these were merely main drains
and the University had tc sesimen to different farms in rehouse’ to request
of the farmers to map out a system of drainags for each farm. This did so
much soon that tiles cannot be burned fast enough to supply the demand.

Project No. 5 Demonstrations in Farm Management. (Tis is to
teach farmers to keep books sc that they can find out what crop pays and
what does not pay and to "cut out™ everything that doesn't pay.

Project No. 6 Boys and Girls Club Work,

Project No. 7 Instruction and Demonstration in the Manufacture

of Dairy Products. (There are 3,000 factories for cheese and butter, in

the stats and 30 condenseries Dairy products readize $100,000.000 a year.
College sends men to poor factores who tell them what is the matter, e.s.
one factory was supplying butter to the New York Market., The butter con-
tained too high a percentage of water and was rejected being a great loss
to the company. The man from the College came and showed what was wrong.

Project No. 8. Instruction and Demonstration in soil Manage-
ment, etc.

Project No., 9. Field instruction and Demonstration in the
control of plant Diseases. (These diseases sfimulates the men in the

University to develop disease, resisting seeds. I saw a picture of a 113
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of cabbage where all the rest of the field was only imaginary or
far as cabbage was concerned oxcept the one drill that was planted
by this disease resisting seeds and one drill was a fine crop.)

Project No. 10. Land clearing demonstrations. (How to get
rid of stumps in cut-overs,)

Project No. 11, Instructions and Demonstration in Orchard
Kanagement., (Pruning, spraying, and cultivation all on the subbmrbs.

Project No, 12. Field Instruction and Demonstration in Alfalfa
‘growing (lst A2falfa cannot stand weeds. 2. inoculate whers there
are no fastlli, 3 Where scil is sour add lime dust to sweeten it,

4. Hust be geedad early o¥ the frost pulls it out. 5. Don't cut
it too late in autwmn, the tops afford a protection.

Project No, 13. Demonstrations on Workisn nurious weeds and
instruction in weed seed identification. (The best week killer is
hemp.) 1 supposs out best will be "chih me" or sesamum.

Project No. 14. Instruction and Demonstration in Potato Growig
(This was and is being carried on in the central section of stazte.
Clover to feed and plow under and potatoes in a short rosation.)

Project no. 15, Extension course, Schools, Conferencss, Clubs
Lectures and Demonstrations in Neme Economics. (This includes sanitiation
Sewing, cooking, care of sick, household or home conveniences, canning etc.)

Project No. 16. Demonstrations and Field Instructican in the

Improvunént cf Live Stock.

This gives a full account df what I had with Prof. Hatech., I got
in touch “ith the Chinese students and hai the pleasare of meeting 2
bunch in the evening. One of the greatest needs I find here ie some person

to go around among the Chinese students whc really understands the needs of

China and advise them what courses they should take. I have succeeded in
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a few casos in directing some students who were taXing gefneral courses
preparing themselves for notning patrticular to take definite courses
propéring for industrial development. Some of the poor boys are piteously
ignorant:of their own country and are more than willing to be led om
quided and are extremely grateful for it. This agent ought to be & practical
man who knows the needs in China and who has the real development of the
country at heart,

I began tho wmiting of this oan the R, R. but am finishing it wp
2t Ames, Iowa., I should have said before having tha account of Madison
that I got tha Chinese boys there to promise to keep us in seed-collection,
but what I hope to be a more effiescious belt is Mr. Frank Bl Moody
State Congervation Commission, Madison, whom Dean Russell recommended me
to visit. He has promised to help in tree-seed collection and forward
the seeds to Montgomery Ward & Co., but will not pay expenses from Chinese
te Nanking. I have written your friend Osborne whom I called on which
in Chicago, requesting him to fabt that bill, I think bell do it.

As it is Easter Sunday I have done nothipg yet here. I reached
here at 2 a.,m. I shall soon get back #0 Berkeley now and take a snooze
that will put Rip Van #ukle in the shade.
