FEI, MR CH'I-HAO Who's Who in China 1925

Mr. Fei Ch'i-hao was horn at Tung Hsien, the Metropolitan Distriect, in 1879.

He studied at the North China Union College, Tung Chow, and graduated there

in 1898. After graduation lMr. Fei beceme a teacher in the Oberlin College,
Tai-kuo Hsien, Shansi Province. Between 1899 and 1900 he was teacher of the
Fen Chow liiddle School, Shensi. Mre. Fei arrived in America in September 1501,
with private support to study. He prepared for college at Oberlin Academy
between 1902 and 1903. From 1903 to 1906 he studied Liberal Arts at the
Oberlin College and greaduated from it in 1906 with the degree of B. As Then
he entered Yele University end received the degree of M. A. from it in 1907.
From 1507 to 1908 Mr. Fei was principal of the Putung liiddle School, Tientsin.
From 1908 to 1211 he was president of the Chihli Provincial College, Paotingfu.
In 1911 during the first Revolution which broke out in Wuchang, Mr. Fei was
appointed by the provisional government to be Councillor of the Minister of
Foreign Affairs. Later he became & political Councillor. In the provisional
government &t Nanking he was & Deputy of the Minister of Education. In 1913
Mr. Fei beceme secretary of the Peking Y. Me C. A. in charge of the department
of the intellectual education, which position he is still holding. Besides,

he has been for many years and is still the president of the College of Economy
and Commerce, Peking.

WANG, DRs Co Po (WANG CHIH P'ING) Who's Who in China 1925

Dr. C. P. Weng wes born in Peking end was graduated from the Peking Methodist
University in 1900. After his graduation Dr. Weng was eppointed by the Methodist
liission to be pastor at Chien liei Chen outside Shanhaikuan. In 1901 he was
transferred to Fu-Ning Hsien, Chihli province. From 1902 to 1907 Dr. Wang was
engaged in educational work at Shenhaikuen under the auspices of the Methodist
Mission and was for & larger part of this period principal of the Middle School
there. In the fall of 1907 he was called to Peking end given a professorship
in the llethodist University. He served as dean of the Chinese Department while
he was also teaching English. In 1914 Dr. Wang went to America for graduate
work and received the degree of M, A, in 1915 and that of Ph.D in 1917. Upon
his return to China in 1917 Dr. Weng became Professor of.Political History in
the llethodist University. In the winter of 1919 he was invited by the Tientsin
Y. M. C, A, to be its assistant general secretery and since 1922 he has been
general secretary of the Tientsin Y.M.C.A. end for several years has served on
the committee of the Y. M. C. A, of China,

He returned to Peking in 1826 to become pastor of Asbury Church,leeding Methodist
Church in North China; in addition to this work he was during 1928-29 district
superintendent of the Peking district and a member of various education boards
and committees; he was a delegate from the North Chine Conference to the Methodist
General Conference at Kansas City, Mo. in 1928; was married in 1900 to Dorothy
Howe and has two sons and two deughters; elected Bishop of the Methodist Church
at the East Asia Central Conference on February 24, 1930 being the first Chinese
to ever attain this distinction; he has been appointed to the Peiping Ares and
placed in charge for four conferences - The Chentu and Chungking of West Chine,
the North China end the Shantung.

The total number of graduates frum Yenching since it began in
1917 up until the emd of last school year, 1936, is 1,7¢2, according
to a recent survey made by Mre Li Yinet'ang, secretery to the Alumi
Bureaue Of thiz mmber 1,394 are men and 388 are women,

There were 356 graduated from various short courses that are
offered here, thus making a grend total of 2,137 for Yeanta's ninteen
years of existence. The forerwmers of Yenching University, Hui Ven
and fsieh Ho, had 136 and 227 graduates respectively. If the number
of graduates of these two carlier institubtes were included to Yenta's
grand total ik would amount to 2,500 graduates.

Of the graduetes from Yenta's nineteen graduating classes, 171
men and 23 women have received their master's degrees here and 1,223
men and 335 women, their bachelor's degrees,

A great increase can be seen by the mubers of graduntes in
1936, 118 men and $0 women as compared to only 41 men graduates in
1917, The fired woman to jraduate from Yenching was in 1922 when
14 men and 1 woman received diplomase

Lconomies sees to be the most popular subject of study here
as there have been 228 graduated from that department. Biology is
seoond with 179, and Political Sclence is third with 147. There
have been also 149 that finished from the Graduate Yuan here.

YENCHING'S SERVICE TO THE CHINESE GOVERNMENT

Yenohing University has rendered increasing service to the Chinese Government.
The following instances are worthy of attention:

1. Dr. Cato Young, a professor in the Department of Sociology and
Social Work, was loaned to the Government Central University at Nanking
to establish a Bepartment of Rural Sociology and to render service there
for one year. Dr. Young has now returmed to Yenching.

2+ Mre. Yen Ching-Yueh, a graduate student at Yenching, was loaned
by that university, for the first half of the year 1930, to the National
Research Institute of Social Seiences, Academia Sinica, as the director
of crime survey in North and Central China. After the completion of this
survey, !'r. Yen was appointed by the National Government as technical
expert to the Tenth International Penal and Penitentiery Congress at
Pregue in the summer of 1930.

3+ Three scholarships, established by the Govermment for field
research in eriminology, were given to three students of the Department
of Sociology and Social Work at Yenching University, in order that they
might work under the supervision of Hr. Yen.

4.Among the Yenching students now in foreign service ere three grad-
uates of the Department of Political Science who passed exeminations and
were sent by the Chinese Government for foreign service to the Chinese
Consulates in France, the United States,end Formosa; Mr. Huang Cheng
was eppointed a Peoretary in the Chinese Ministry in Paris, Mr. Chou
Chie-Lin, secretary in the Consulate General at Fusan, Formosa, and Mr.
Tsung "ei-Hsian, a secretary in the Consulate General of New York. Two
other Yenching graduates are now commected with the Nanking Government
in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs - Mr. Lo Hsieh-Lien and Mr. Ch'en Yun-Pso.
