I have found in practically all of the institutions
with which I have raised the question of cooperation, a very strong
degire to do something toward exchanges. It ie very difficult, how-
ever, for me here to work out any scheme, even 2 tentative one, with-
out a full knowledge of what your plans and desires are there. It ;
1s for this reason that I have left the question entirely open umtil
1 can secure from you some general outline uwpon which to work. The
matter has been raised in our Board of Trustees here, and a committee
appointed, but such a committee cannot do anything that would be satis-
factory without having from you at least some basis upon which to work.
I am enclosing copy of a letter from Dr. Deutsch of California which
is quite typical of the general reaction which comes in almost every case.

Under present conditions none of the colleges have any funds
to put into such an arrangement but it has occurred to me that possidbly
you might be able to work out with Mr. Dawson of the States Steamship
Line, who is to be in Peking in April, some plan for transportation that
night bring to Yenching from time to time some outstanding teacher from
an American university who would be of real service to Yenching.

1 should be very glad to have you send to us some general
basal principles upon which we can work here.

In connection with this auctica, we must k2ep in mind th:it the
College of Natural Sclente is not receiving this ye:r income on the full §500,060
funde Deducted from this amount is income cn the Enaowment trinsferred by the
Yenching College for iomen approximately $#,000. The remaining $430,000 is nec-
essarily producing somewhat less thun normsl rates of income, for the investment
situation just now is such that it would be - grive vicle<tion of trust to risk
the safety of our prineipal in an effort to obtain a purely tomporury .dvant:ze
of 1% or 2% in income. The Investment Committee is very actively endexvoring to
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to make investments which will in the course of time mesn an appreciation in
prinsipal, as well as a satisfuctory rate of incone, but these results c.nnot be

accomplished hurriedly.

When these considerations are kept in mind it will be realized
thit the surplus which we will huve avallable for a tranafer to the Ratural Science
reserve this year will not be lurge. I doubt whether it will be more th:n $4,000
or $5,000. If, thsrefore, we charge Ur. Gse's silury sgainet this surplus it would be
wipd out, almost coupletejy, and would leave us ficing 1935-1838, with no reserve as
yet luid aside for the impending drop in incoame.

University, each orgenization paying one half of his support. Ve do not know
of course whether such an arrengement can be worked out, From the stand-point
of the University it would not be idosl, for the type of work thet Mr. Hoover
would be expected to do among the students at Yenching would be wvastly more
@ffective if he could devote himself wholly to this underéalklinc them if he
were to divide his interests., But such «n-.arrangement might be worthwhile as
an experiment, with a view to securing lir. Hoover full time a little later on
if he demmmstratee during this initiel period thet he he§ the capacity for this
worke

The judgment of the members of the McHrier Committee is thet
if such a men es Mr, Hoover secmg to he can be secured for definitely religi-
ous work emong the students in Yenching, this will be far more in line with the
provisions of the lMcBrier Foundation Cammittes then any such arrangement as you
propose for Dr. Hsu. But the Committee recognires that at this distence, end
without any close cantact with the trende of thought amomg our Chinese students,

I am sending you a copy of our leaflet relative to the International
House Fellowships for the year 1934-35. It is our intention to appoint at
least one Chinese studentes I have written direectly to Dr. Stuart in regard
to them, forwarding him several copies of the leaflet. We have set up our
own committee for preliminary survey of applications for the fellowshipe.
This committee consists of Dr. Fong Sec, whose address is 34 Scott Roed,
Shanghai, and lire Julien Arnold, whose address is #3 Canton Road, Shenghai.
The actual selection will be made by our committee here. I should be very
happy to receive applications from some outstending students from YenChing.
We are cooperating with the Dean of the Graduate Division of the University
of Californie in the matter and if we can sssure him of the exceptional
scholastic quality of the students appointed to these fellowships he will
in turn waive the non-resident tuition fee. This fee smounts to some $150,00
for the year and we are, therefore, going to appoint only students who have
attained scholastic standing that would justify this procedurees Dre Co We
Luh, who is studying at the University of Chicego, wrote to me in regard
to a Mre Yo Hsiae I have suggested him to Dr. Stuart. I, of course, am not
at all familiar with Mr. Hsia's work or scholastic standing.

We at International House are interested that the student selected
shall be one who will have a friendly and open personality, that he may be an
interpreter of China in our student groupe From the description I have given
you will assume, I am sure, that what we want is not a student but a god. Well,
the nearer we can get to the finest that China has to offer, the more satisfied
we will be.

To tne Board of Trustees:

During the past few months I have had occasion to write you
regarding the financial outlook for the College ol Arts and Letters
and of Natural Sciences and for the School of Religion. These
commmunications all had special reference to the coming acadeiiic year.
It is not too early, however, to bring to your attention the situa-
tion which we may be facing after June, 1935. In the case of the
College of Natural Sciences, if the Rockefeller Foundation does not
renew its conditional grant or we find ourselves unable to meet it,
we shall presumably be left with only the income from $500,000, this
being dependent on whatever the rates of interest in America and of
exchange in China will be, and probvably with other charges against.
This will mean the disruption of the workx of the College as at pre-
gent conducted and its limitation in the main to pre-medical or
other relatively elementary courses. As & natural conseguence the
enrollment of this unit will be substantially reduced. This means
increased overhead and per capita costs with reduced income from
tuition fees. The College of Public Affairs (which for the present
purpose will be treated as including Sociology) will by June, 1935,
have ceased to benefit by the sliding grant from the R.F., and unless
the present application for & renewal is approved, will be dependent
wholly on Princeton contrivutions which have been dwindling rapidly.
Until Princeton support can be restored to a figure approximating
what it once was and put on & basis less precarious than at present,
it is problematic as to how many of the staff can be maintained and
how large an enrollment could be expected. Here again there would be
disproportionate overhead and instructional costs. The College of
Arts and Letters in its present depleted condition (eliminating
Journalism which has its own uncertainties) has become not very much
more than a division supplying instrumental and supplementary courses
to the other two colleges which contain the major part of our voca-
tional or functional training, and represent the main features of the
distinctive contribution we have endeavored to make to the needs of
China. The College of Arts and lLetters might therefore almost be
included along with Administration and Operation and iaintenance of
the Physical Plant as part of a huge overhead for the other two
colleges and a shrinking amount of graduate work. In the event that
these two colleges will have their scope materially impaired, the
question arises as to whether it would not be preferable temporarily
to close the institution. A full enrollment under such conditions
could scarcely be counted on or properly cared for. Standards could
not be maintained. Lhe per capita instructional costs would mount up
and the overhead subject us to just criticism. Furthermore, there
would be the more searching question of Why?Y as well as How? What
%dvantage would there be in carrying on under such conditions, and

0 whom?




One possible alternative would be that we as a temporary
measure develop a senior middle school along with the remnants of
our present college courses. Apart from such problems as keeping
good faith with the existing Christian middle schools in this
viAcinity, government regulations, etc., there would be many
undesirable internal adjustments.

1t may be that the time has come for the Trustees to consider
even more fundamental solutions. If the present controlling bodies
cannot maintain a really creditable university, the question as to
what other possibilities might be explored will sooner or later be
forced upon us.

The Christian colleges of China will soon be falling into one
or another of some such categories as the followings: 1. Because of
denominational backing or promotionsl skill or luck, success in
carrying on somehow; 2. Specialization in some o ne field sufficient-
ly notable to win support; 3. Maintenance of formal Christien control
but with mediocre equipment and acaderic standards; 4. Transfer
either by deliverste policy or by opportunist drifting to some type
of secular management. The tendency toward 3 and 4 is already
manifest in not a few formerly mission middle schools. The mention
of "Christien" as against "secular" control refers to the form of
organization rather then to any possible religious conseqguences.
Under which of these categories Yencling will come to be classed is
thhe burden of the present memorandum.

Altrough we have publicized our intention to raise an endowment
fund in China there is no likelihood that substantial immediate re-
lief will come from this source. The country is in desperate econo-
nic straits. Our own natural constituency is narrowly restricted
and possessed of very limited resources. JThere are always numerous
appeals being vigorously promoted. Zven though the opportunity came
to interest some wealthy philanthropist tliere would probably be the
necessity for structural changes which the Trustees would hesitete to
approve.

There remains therefore the constructive phase of this issue.
You will be in a better position than I to judge when it will be
practicable to renew our own efforts toward recovery, and what form
these should take under post-depression conditions. But we are
doubtless all of one mind as to the desirability of heving our plans
perfected without delay and our cultivation program steadily main-
tained. 1t is scarcely necessary to add anything to your eapprecia-
tion of the crisis we are facing more than is contained in the
preceeding paragraphs. All of us by cooperating to the utmost of
our endeavor in an intensive effort first to discover and then to
apply whatever personnel and process will secure results in the
United States during the next eighteen months will be doing nore
to conserve the distinctive values which have been created at
fenching than through any other form of service to the institution.




1 have been trying to give a realistic description of the issues

we shall soon be facing without allowing my own emotions to creep

in, but shall at this point remove this restraint to the extent

of remerking that never perhaps have the various non-monetary aspects

of our affairs seemed more full of satisfaction or of promise than
Nnowe

lore specifically, we may expect & decision from thie Rockefeller
Foundation regarding our 8ocial Sciences by next April, probably before
your Annual Meeting. If this is favorable, my recormendation would be
that we proceed to concentrate on the Natural Sciernce endowment, hoping
that this vitally important unit can also be maintained without seriocus
interruption, meanwhile making plans for renewing Princeton support of
the Social Sciences and for acquiring additional resources for the
other most essential features. As to my own part in this task, I am
as hitherto entirely at your disposal. The chief hesitation I have in
offering to spend & large part of the coming year in the States - apart
from uncertainty as to general economic conditions - is in regard to
making arrangerents for reducing or reorgenizing or closing entirely
by the fateful date of June, 1935, in the event of our failing to
secure the hoped for funds upon which our continued operation depends.
It will be no light responsibility to provide promptly and helpfully for
the teachers, foreign and Chinese, who have depended upon us, and for
the students who have come here assuming our stability. we should want
8ll such adjustments to be carried through in a way that brought no
avoidable discredit to the cause for which we have been established.
BPut as to this and other details you will be able to reach @ decision in
the light of future developments. As we reflect upon the anxieties and
achievements in whiech we have all shared in the past we need not be too
unhopeful that the problems we now confront will also in due time find
their adequate solution.

Desr President Stuart:

I feel that it is opportune to make certain corments on
the situation in regard to prospective budgets in the College
of Natural Cfciences. I sent you our first tentative draft for
the year 1934-35 under date of December 29, 1933. You will re-
call that this was prepared on the basis of dropping three per-
nanent members of the staff together with many other economics.
iven with these savings there was a prospective deficit of LC$15052.
Je have since learned that there was an error of G700 in the
radio-gram from the trustees. This will increase the deficit to
LCyl6802. 1t is not always possible to dismiss faculty without
certain obligations and we may find ourselves compelled to make
payments to men who have been dismissed at this time. Should
such obligations arise we would have further difficulties in
making ends meet.

Further reductions in personnel will remove permanent staff
members who are making real contributions to our wor«£ in China.
If such men leave us it 1is practically hopeless to expect them to
return later when we obtain new funds and it is & long slow process
to replace them by new staff members of equal value. L&very pos-

sible effort must be made to retain these experienced ana proven
men and woumen.

If cuts are made in funds for apparatus and supplies tiis

will result in decreased student capacity. These funds are now
at the lowest point where the amount of work of the present standard
can be maintained. In fact they should be increased, as the cost
of all types of laboratory equipment is rising and all indications

are that it is apt to do so still more. We could continue with a
decreased student enrollment or we could adopt a lower standard
for our work. H®Either alternative is faced with great reluctance.
At this moment the promising youth of China are turning to Science
in increasing numbers. The need is limitless and we should be in
a position to meet a portion of this great need. A lowering of
standards is a betrayal of trust, and perhaps our greatest contri-
bution has been in the standarde we have maintained. At first
sight it would seem possible to confine our work to narrower limits
but it is extremely difficult to find how to carry this further
than we already have. Our graduate work is rather unique and has
been the lever by which we have obtained new money. Besides we
are to a certain extent under obligation to the Rockefeller
Foundation to continue this. It might be possible to abandon work
in industrial chemistry. But here again this seems to be a unigue
opportunity and a service by which we are helping to meet the

real needs of the country.




#e therefore feel that we should find means to continue the
work for next year on the limited scale which the planned budget
would permit. If at the end of the year new funds are in sight we
will have preserved our permanent staff and retained the essential
parts of our work and we will be in position to move forward. If
funds are not then available we would have to make drastic cuts
which would place the college in about the position where it was
in 1926-27, the first year that we were on the new campus. XYou
will recall that this was a year of extrweme financial hardship.
There would be adequate opportunity to give warning to the faculty
that they must find new positions. There would also be opportunity
for major students to transfer to other institutiomny in.order to
continue their work.

I feel therefore that if further funds are available for the
College of Natural Sciences such funds should be used for the
year 1934-35. The College is fully aware of the possible necessity
for the drastic cut at the end of that period.

Could you make inquiries of the American Board as to whether it
would be possible for her to receive a grant from an educational
fund which we understand is held for just such use ss this? The
claim she would have would of course be because of her connection
with this institution, and this might be somewhat strengthened
by the fact that the Board has been forced to reduce its help to
us in other ways. /,

Dr. Clara Nutting - As the medical officer of the Women's
College tnls former missionary of the American Board is now on the
reguler budget of the Women's College. Would it be feasible for
the American Board to tske her again as one of their regular
missionary appointees in place of the cash grant tkat we understand
they are making to your office? The supposed equivelent in cash
is actually not of the same value to us as the assignment of &
person, and here again, since reductions hLeve been made in other
ways, the comparative small increased cost to the Board might be
offset by the attempt to restore sometning of the loss to us in
other ways, together with the moral advantage of the airect
Board connection.







Rate of Exchange on Last Year's Budget - It has seecmed very
strange to us that the Trustees snowed such irritability and felt
it necessary to pass resolutions and have you write a letter which
expressed this in such violent language. WMr. Galt has made his
comments as reported in a letter from the Treasurers. In my letter
of July 7 I make it quite clear that this is a request. . None of

us can see how we could have made our recommendetions in any other
language or by any other process then we did, and this request
coulé have been refused without the asperity which it seems to have
generated. We in our turn could complain that the Trustees had
adopted a policy of making grants in gold and leaving it to us

to dispense this according to our best Jjudgment. The issue is
probably a dead one since there seems little likelihood cof further
benefits from exchange surplus, and there is the demend upon all

of us to be sympathetic and pstient because of the conseguences of
the deFression upon over-strained nerves and haunting anxieties

at both ends. We, therefore, are taking the scolding in this spirit
and only ask that the Trustees try to think of us as reasonably
conscious of the financisl difficulties in the situation and as
endeavoring to administer affairs in coopcration with them and the
best interests of the institution here.

Enclosed Memorendum - With this in view I have prepcred a
communication which mgy be thought of as my report at the coming
annual meeting. I hope it will be taken in the spirit in which
L have tried to write it. It is an attempt to be frank and fore-
sighted and to place clearly before the Trustees factors and trends

in the situation of which I am conscious because of my observation
of what is actually happening elsewhere, or can be sensed from
contacts with my own colleagues here. There is nothing, therefore,
intended in the nature of threats, or compleints, or grievances
from me personally, and I continue ready to put every ounce of

time and strength that I possess into working for Yencliing according
to whatever program the Trustees adopt. All that T insist on is
that we do not drift along on the assumption trat the institution
can continue indefinitely regardless of losses in income, and that
the time has come for creative, constructive, well-conceived, and
rather adventurous financizl efforts, or an alternative which none
of' us want to contemplete.

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Signiflicant factors:

International traffic 1s costly, so commerciagl interestss are jealous
of amateur activity transpacific.

Frevious regulations stipulated.that "no international amateur
exchange of messages should take place between USA and any countries
objecting to such #inter-national exchanges". China has never objected.
Proposed regulations as from Jan 1 1934 stipulate "It shall be
absolutely forbidden to licensees of amateur stations to transmit
interngtional communications emanating f rom tht®d parties. The above
provision may be modified by special arrangements between the
interested countries."

China is the only country to which this new form makes any difference,
and it was devised specifically to prevent traffic handling by ACZRT.
The amateurs in USA feel that fcr some time they can ignore the Rzazk
new regulations, and are fighting for non-ratification by the US govnt.

Our New York Office can help at thelr end to prevent ratification, but
the facltl that they save expense on commercial cables will weaken their
fight against the commercials.

Stress should be laid on the Philanthropic purposes of our Institution;
we are not a business concern but truly amateur in spirit, and it
should be ethical for us to use amateur radio channels to save needless
expense.

At this end we could approach the Chinese Govnt tc permit our traffic
activities even tho the new regulations are enforced in USA. The US
commercials hope that China's Govnt is not willing to permit our work,
but if formal permission is obtained we get round the new regs.; this
would be the best solution, because g final reply to the commercial
interests. g

The only interests oposing our activities in China are spasmodic
attempts by local militarists who use our frequencies (against all
international agreements, by the way). International traffic is not
handled by these interferers! There is no law about radio at all in
China other than that private "broadcasting" stations should be
lixgenged. The Chinese Govnt simply hasn't faced the question of
amateur radio operation, and what their reaction will be if we press
them for a decision we cannott ell.

last night. [ have replied stating that I still much prefer
the original proposal regarding P. C. Hsfl. He is a Chinese
which in many ways is an advantage. He has a definite status
on our faculty which counts more in China than we western
people quite realize, especially under present conditions of
student thinking. He is quite familiasr with the internal
conditions, and lives here. Mr. Hoover on the other hand,
would presumably continue to live in the city and would find
hnimself hampered by the fact that he was professionally in this
type of work. The chief consideration in my own mind, however,
is that if, or when, the School of Religion funds permitted,
P. C. Hsf would go back on that budget, and we can then find
a more permanent use of the income from the McBrier Foundation,
whercas otherwise we lose Dr. Hsfl, perhzps permanently. It has
only been my personal efforts this past week that he has not
replied favorably to the presentation by Dr. Willard Lyon of
the claims of the Y M C A and his own literature program. It is
quite possible that Mr. Hoover would later on be our solution,
and I shall not fzil to keep this in mind.;,
f!

Your letter of Decenmber 18th and enclogures have been received.

I bave just seen Dr. Needhmm of Cornell and he tells me that
Ir. Wu is making spléndid progress in hlis work and making definite plans now
to return to Yenching for the Fall. I have not been able to see him since
his arrival tat hope that I will be here in June as he comes through on his
way to Barope..

Plans are being made for my return to the west coast, going firet
to San Diasgo and Los Angelss, with the hope of trying to maks some contacts
there which will yleld us some funds as soon as the picke-up in affairs begins
to have its effect. 1 am afraid that this early in the Spring will be a bit
too early for the upward trend rhich we feel here to have reached the coast.
People are siill wacertein and are not likely o give money to things as far
avay as Chine until conditions here become a bit more stsble.

We are much encouraged by the success of your undertsking to raise
money in China. We hope very much that the students will secure their $400,000.

Further negotiations with wr. Scott are awalting a reply from you
concerning definite plans. Possibly it would be wisest to get Mr. Scott in
touch with Mr. Gunn when he arrives. I shall discuse this with the people in
the office.

The Mr. Jones who is coming to China is not the man who has charge
of the Falling Estate, but he is his son, and any little favor shown him will
doubtless react on his father. The real man responsidble for action in the case,
however, is a lawyer, Mr. Cabell .

A few days ago Dr. Jenney eame to the office and reported
on & visit he had just made to Miss Jessie Yunger. It 1s Dr. Jenney's
hope that ¥iss Yunger will give Yenching this vear n eontribution amount-
tng to ahout 207 of the inocome she will have available for philanthrople
contritutions. Fow much this will amount to is of eourse undetermined,
hut Dre Jenney hopes that Yenohing's share will be approximately £10,00C,

Dr. Jenney helleves that ''iss Nunger will give this §10,000
without anv specific designation. BRut he also feols culte atrongly that
{f we have anv hope of Yiss Yunger rapesting this contribution from yeur
to vear 1% will be necessary for us to use the amount in some way that
will oateh and hold her warm personal interest. He stotes that she is
very definitely intaerested in young women, and in the development of
oharactsr rather than purely academis training. He suggests, therefore,
that {f e eam devota this vear's gift, either direetlv or indireetly, to
some partiocularly worthwhile objestive related to the training of Chiness
young women, 1t is quite 1ikelv that 1iss Munger will repeat her gl Aﬁgar
to vear.

Dre. Jemney asks me to aonvey to vou the following specifiec
suggestion:= That as soon as vou receive word that ¥iss Munger has puid
this eontri-ution, in whole or in pert (but not before) vou write her a
lettor desoribing in as interesting a way as possible the work for roung
women which this gift will help to maks possidble. Nr. Jenney recognizes
aquite elearly that it mayv not he at all poasitle to sav that this partleu-
lar gift and notother, is aotually used for the speecifiec plece of work
vou deserie. Ye savs that matters of adjustment within the budget, and
realloention of funds to ecualise the support for all departments of the
University are matters in which Miss Yunger is not interestedamnd that 1t
will be cuite suffigient if we can simply say that her aontribution is
going in a definite wny to make possille the work we are deseridbing te
her. Dr. Jemmey nlso says that in this letter we should not speeifiesllv
ask ¥isg Yunger to ren-w her contritution from vear to year, though the
tenor of the letter should he such eas to ensournge her to do so.

Dr. Jenney further suggests that just as soomn as we receive a
cheok from Wiss Munger, (which may be elther for the full amount of her
econtribution of else half of the amount) we sent you e cable immediately.
Upon receipt of this cable vou can them send vour letter to Miss Munger

so she will recelve it ahout a month after her payment is made. we will
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be glad to send you such u cable &s soon us any check from her comes in,

Having now communicated Dr. Jenny's mess-ze let me »dd 1 word
of caution from the standpoint of the Treusuror's office. This yift from
Miss Munger is not yet in hand, ‘e have no written »ladre from her., #e can
not count this us assured income until the amount is sctuzliy in hand. Ve
ehould mot begin to m:ke any mew pluns for spending 410,000 or $5,00U0 or even
$1,000, unless and until these funds are sctually in hand. #e have h=d too
many unfortunite experiences fesulting from the f:ilure to receive zifts which
a're clresdy apent in tho expect.tion thit they would be recelved in due course
to make any further wistakes along that lina. e sarneatly trust that Dr.
Jenney's hopes are justified, but it will be tlme encugh e berin spending this
money when it is -etually in hand.

Dear Mr. Garside:

I am writing to report to you the action and
attitude of the Council on Christian Higher Education
insofar as it affects the statement presented by Yenching
University. This had been mimeographed and included in
the material supplied to the delegates, and came up for
discussion early in the meeting. Mr. Cressy will doubt -
less send you a copy of the official actlon passed, which
was a request that our Faculty Executilve Committee and
Board of Managers reconsider the position taken.

Since, however, this position was not hastily
arrived at, and since nothing seems to us to have happened

at this meeting of the Council to change it, it can be as-
sumed that the action of the Council will have no effect.
It will, of course, be presented to both bodies and the
Trustees may, if they wish, delay their own action until
this formal procedure has been completed; or this letter
may be taken as a report to the Trustees, confirming the
original action in the light of the results of this meet-
ing of the Council.

The spirit of the Councll's members was ex-
cellent, and there is apparently a growing realization
that some further steps in correlation must be effected.
Despite the fact, however, that the Associated Boards had
met last April, and there had been not a few months in
which the regions especially mentioned as requiring further
adjustments could have acted accordingly, virtually nothing
was reported in this direction. There are some develop-
ments taking place between the University of Nanking and
Ginling College, which, although primarily due to financial
exigencies, do indicate some readiness for more genuine
consolidation; and this will probably be fostered by the
enforced adjustments in progress. This is, therefore, all
to the good.

Nothing substantial was reported from Fukien,
and the report from the East China group gave convincing
evidence of the hopelessness of any intention thus far
so to relate these institutions as to justify any presenta-
tion to the American public of a joint campaign on the as-
sumption that this represents any really comprehensive and
well coordinated scheme. The reference to Cheeloo by the
Associated Boards was disapproved, and 1s an instance of
the embarrassment inherent in such a body as the Council
taking an action to which one of 1ts members makes objectlon.
This is accentuated by the traditional instincts of the
Chinese in facing such an issue. Despite, therefore, a
general spirit which is reassuring, and a patient determina-
tion to continue efforts toward correlation, and the evidence
of both of these in the reports which will reach you official-
ly, I am compelled to insist that nothing occured which would
lead us to change the statement we presented.

It was difficult to make clear our position without
causing misunderstanding, and most of what I sald was in the
“attempt to cleareway these misconceptions. We have no inten-
tion of withdrawing from the Council or even from dlscussion
of the correlated program when Yenching is involved - still
less from the Associated Boards. All we ask the Trustees to
do is to withdraw from a joint financial campaign which we
feel is unjustified if on the underlying assumption that 1t
represents an appeal for a program of Christian Higher Educa-
tion so well integrated and so free from needless waste and
duplication that we have & right to ask for its adequate sup-
port from the American contributing public. It was urged in
the meeting that the present effort is at present educational
and promotional rather than directly financial, and our reply
was that it is precisely for this reason that we object to it.

The material which has reached us implies that the
ten colleges concerned all have a place essentially as they
are now being conducted. Furthermore, the fact that this cam-
paign has actually been inaugurated is unquestionably encourag-
ing the Executives in the illusory hope that tqagr financial
needs and ambitions are in process of not only being approved
but provided for. This tends to aggravate seriously the al-
ready great difficulty of enforcing adjustments at this end.
It is, therefore, from our standpoint, a moral issue; and on
this ground we earnestly hope that the Trustees will assist
in helping forward the only presentation that seems to us de-
fensitle by temporarily withdrawing from the campalgn as 1t
has already been projected.
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Furthermore - regard it as sordid if you will =
the relatively large amount of money that Yenching is putting
into a campaign year after year, to which we on the field ob-
ject, under delays for which we are in no way responsible, and
in the face of disastrous shrinkage in resources which 1s
seriously impairing the work that we have attempted to maln-
tain, is a further consideration that weighs with us very
strongly. If we felt that this money was really contributing
to the interest of Christian Higher Education in China as a
whole, we would suffer the loss without complaint and even
with hearty endorsement, but when it 1njures by so much the
work we are committed to carry on and at the same time seems
to us actually to hinder the larger interests involved, we
plead with the Trustees to join with us in an action which we
are thoroughly convinced will in the end help accomplish more
effectively the objects in view.

Nothing in our statement was challenged, and the
only question raised concerning it was as to the feasibility
of appointing "a competent and authoritative body". Quite a
1ittle time was spent on this subject, but we urged that
until the institutions concerned agreed to take the neces-
sary step of wanting such a body and being ready to abide by

the consequences, the details of procedure were rather irrele-
vant. Several speakers expressed hearty endorsement of the
jdeals underlying our statement but urged the difficulties

in making further progress.

This, again, seems to us a reason for holding up
any promise of financial efforts until these difficulties
have been sufficiently overcome to present a well-conceived
progrem to the American public.

I hope that the Trustees will read very carefully
the whole of this statement. It is intenionally restrained
and could be put in much stronger language. It also aims to
be thoroughly constructive and to aid toward the solution of
the problems involved rather than to disrupt or delay an
achievement whiéh Yenching has perhaps desired from the begin-
ning more than any other institution in the group.

It may be pertinent to remark that there is already
evidence that this forcing of the issue has aZready had a
noticeable tendency in this direction. I have taken part in
some intimate discussions which may yet lead to a solution of
the baffling East China problem. As to Cheeloo and other
places, economic necessity may bring about what idealistic
considerations have thus far failed to attain.

Finally, let me make it as clear as this can
be put in writing that we on the field are not only ready
but eager to join with the Trustees in the proposed joint
financial campaign - whatever the loss or galn to ourselves -
as soon as we can do this with hearty conviction in the
rightness and wisdom of the correlated program toward which
we shall all continue to work.
